As sooun as the verdict was pronounced, the
Common Sergeant addressed the Prisouers at the
bar.  Fricker, he observed, bad been guilty of a
double crime, notonly in committing the burglary,
but in all probability of being the first cause of
leading that youuy man, William Kelly, into the
unfortunate sitvation 1 which he was now placed.
He desired them both to prepare for another world,
for without doubt they would not be sutfered to
live any longer iu this.

To the Kditor of the Caledonfan Mercury.

Syq---The great compluint of this year's crop is,
that the weather, and want of sun to harden it,
before cut down, mukes it soft, raw, and not fit
for the market.  This may be cured by keeping it
a few mouths, airiug, and drying, and turning it
over, when it will harden and” recorer its colour,
and then be fit for market.  Perhaps few men
have more experience in recoveriog damaged
grain than I bave bad, I was Commissary at Os-
tend for the Biitish army, when commanded Yy
hic Royal Highness the Duke of York. The
contractors were Melville and Woolfe, of Hol-
Jand, for supplying the British army with oats,
which they sent to me for supplying the whole
army. Some of the cargoes, by bad weather and
contrary winds, long shut up in the vessels, were,
on their arrival, fit only to be throwu overboard,
and [ certainly should have condemned them,
but was short of oats to supply the cavalry, and
must try to recover what I could. I took itinto
my receiving store, liept tossing it about and
wiring it.  The clogged dirt dried, and blew off
in dust: the oats recovered their colour sudl
turnced out good grain. General Sir lobert Lon-
die came to Ostend, with one of his Quarter-
masters, oh some business; and the lfattar, in
prowling nmongst my stores, hu‘.m:-nc(‘l to sce i
cargo in this coudition, and informed Sir Robert.
1 was ordered by General Stewart, our Com-
mandant, to meet him and Sir RLobert, at my re-
teiving store, at set hour: he then sent up his
Quarter-master to bring him down a sample of the
oats, and asked bim, ¢ If these were Ot for the
King's cavalry 2 He auswered, ¢ No, Sir Robeit,
these- outs would kill all the cavalry in Euwrope”
General Stewart then said, ¢ We must coudemn
thew.” ¢ No, Gentlemen,” T replicd, ¢ you
cannot coudemu any of my stores til} they are of-
fered you. If they are never recovered they will
never be issued.  Pray, General Stewart, have |
