The carly receipt by your Honourable Coms-

mittee of the important intelligence of the cou-
clusion of peace with the State of Nepauly has
uppeared to us to bo of tpch importance, as to
induce us to despatch the Honourable Company’s
cruizer Malabar to Kngland without delay, for
the express purpose of conveying that intelligence.

We have already, ih our despatch of the 1ith

inst. expressed our high sense. of the nerits and”

services of Sir Divid Ochterlony, and the gallan-
try, spirit, and zeal of the troops under his com-
mund ; we now solicit the attention of your Ho-
nourable Committee to a General Order publish-
ed I)'y the Govervor-General in Councily on the
20th instant, in which we have promulgated to
the Anny those sentimeuts of applause und admi-
ration, which the conduct of that distinguished
oflicer aud the forcey acting under his orders has
o Justly excited ; we have deemed it proper to
mark our peculliar sense of the zeal, bravery, and
endaratice, under considerable privations, mani-
fested by the native troops, in o service so sin-
gularly forcign to their habits, by the distribution
of silver medals to the Native Commissioned Quli-
cersy and to such of the Non-cotvmissioned Oui-
cers and Privates as shall be recommended by the
Commanders of their respective Battalions, “for
couspicuous zeal or gallantry.

Phe carly termination of the war preveunted
the t'mployx'm-ut of cither of thy Jetachments as-
sembled under the commaad of Major-General
John Wood and Colonel Nicolls, as well as the
projected move of Licutenant-Colonel  Adams,
from Kemaou on the back of the Goorkali posi-
tions. ‘Those Oilicers had respectively agsumed
the command of their detachments, and ‘were
procecding to tl:c destined quarters in which their
operations were to be directed, when information
of the conclusion of peace was received by them:

the corps composing these détachiments have se-.

parated, and retired to their several stations.

The operations of the Slecem Rajab's troops
had been continued with tolerable success, aund
