He (Mr. Plonkett) " affirmed, that, according
to this doctrine, and to ‘these precedents, the
uniform course of the Court had been, that In
everyCase where it was considcrefd that the Right
of the Crown was wrongfully withheld by the Ap-
pointeé of a superior Court of Justice,” the course
hitherto hiad been to try the right by the pomina-
tion of a person on part of the Crown, the trial
of whi¢h was, in the first iustance, submitted to
the Court itself; and he would fearlessly tuk;o
upon hiin to assert, that the present ,)r?rugatigé
proceeding, us it was called, was without prece-
dent, and that froin the carliest establishment of our
Laws---from the first creation of Courts of Justice
to the present day--—-before the Revolution, - and
since the Revolution---a precedent could not he
cited where the act of the Judges of a superior
Court of Justice had thus, in the first instance,
beeu questioned by a high prerogative proceeding
in the nature of a Writ of ¢ Quo Warranto,” at
the 'Bur of another Court, thereby treating the
King's Judges of equal rank s Usurrrns, and for
what i---for exercising what they were well war-
ranted in conceiving to be their legal right of ap-
pointmeut. e ‘

He did fecl it even liere to be his duty to press

his Friend the Attorney-General to abandon a
proceeding so unprecedented, so mischiczous, and
so wiconstittional, for, on al} these grounds, he
(Mr. Plunkett) felt it to be his doty to armaign it.
L[ it be said that this mode of illegal proceeding
was to prevent the Court of Exchequer from de-
ciding on its own appointment, he (Mr. Plun-
kett) would reply, that the Law, to prevent the
clashing of jurisdictions, had so determined it
aud further, that it was vot in the power of the
Crowu, or of the Officers of the Crown, thus to
Jefent the right of the Coort of Bxchequer, and,
in the plenitade of their power, to say, *¢ we shall
resorty in the first instancey-to an Ex-Officio Tu-
formation, and oust that Court of the jurisdiction
to which it is by law entitled.

Lord Licutenant, and told him that he had made
a grant of the office in question to fiis Brother,---
In dping 50, he thought he had performed o duty
he owed to his sncecssors and to himself, and lie
then expressed it to be his wish to submit the
question of the right of* appotntinent o h.is.Mn-
jesty’s Law Officers, and paid he would willingly
abidg by.their decision. - When he (Mr. Plunkett)
stated, that this proposjtion was not attended to,
be did not incan to convey the slightest imputa-
tion on the conduct of Lord Whitworth, for
whose public and private character he entertained
the highest regard.

He (Mr. Plunkett) again said, that this pro-
cecding was most vexatious, because, if Judgment
of Quster be pronounced against the Defendant,
there could not be Judgment for the King in or-
der to put bim into possession, for hie cannot €X-
ercise the office himsclf. To sustain this, he re-
ferred the Court to a Casc reported in Croke

He (Mr. Plunkett) feeling the irresistible weight
of the Constitutional Autherities he had cited,
did most caruestly advise the Chief Baron to ¢n-
ter a Remanet on this Record, until the twelve
Judges of Licland hue! given their opinion on the
question.  But the Chicf Baron declined to im-
pede the progress of the Crown Counsel in their
Prosecution-—and I (Ar. Plunkett) felt he would
not have faithiully dicharged his duty o his Chent
or his Country, had be swifered suchan ubconsti-

The principle be would endcavour to establish,
and which flowed directly from this authoiity,
was, that, by the Commen Law of the Land,
wherever o Court of Justice existed, either the
Judges of thut Court, or the Chicl of it, must
have the power of appointment of the Oliicers who
curol its records and proccedings. The Attor-
ney-Generl, when reading Cake's Comment,
could not refrain from laughter; ho appeared to
be reading soma passages from a very laughable
comedy or farce ; but his (Mr. Plunkett’s) miod was
so differently constructed from that of his Learned
Friend's (one of the characteristics of which con.
sisted iy humour aud ridicule), that he could not
find out Lord Coke’s joke, although he had close-
ly applicd his wiud to discover what was comical
or absurd in the passage. But he did find out
what was the Common Law and common feeliugs
of ancicyt times from one of the greatest sages of
antiquity, who felt a reyerence for the Laws and
for the integrity of the Judges by whom they
were adiministered. .

But they were now come to the times of Jacp-
BiNIaM, i which it was supposcd, by wmodern
sages, that if the Judges were vested with those
powers which neither the Comman Law nor Sta-
tute Law had ever taken from them, they wauld,
it is feared, abuse them, by the appointment of
their near connexioins to the oflices of their Courts.
Those were pot the fccli'u{,;s of Lord Cokey who
proved his jntegrity and consistenty in bad times.
He, too, had scen bad times-—bad times may come
again!

The second reason asigued by Lord Coke was
this:

¢ The Officers and Clerks are but to cater, en-
rol, or cffect that which the Justices do adjudge,
award, or order, the jusufficient doing whercof
maketh the proceeding of the Justices erroncous,,
thau which nothing can be more dishonourable oe
griecvous to the Justices, aud prejudicial to the
party ; therefore, as here 1t appeareth, did appro-
priate to the Justices the making of thew own L Lerks
and Officers, and so to proceed by their own in-
strumseuts—-uand that this was the Common La.
The King cannot grant the Office of the Shire or
County Clerk (who is to enter all Judgments in
the Court), for thut the making of the Shire Clerk
belongeth to the Sheriff by the Common Law, as
in Mittou’s case—- Kt sic de Ceteris”

If (contioued -Mr. Plunkett) o cenfury had
been employed in considering and stating, i con-
stitutional language, the reasous ou which those
Common Law principles had vested in the Judges
the exclusive right of appointing their own Oihi-
cersy they could not have been better or more ap-
propriately expressed.  Is it the language of the
Law, or does it demonstrate the principles of the
Coustitution? The Judges are most fnterested in
carrying into effect the sight of the partics. They
are most interested tor their characters, i seeing
that the execution of their own judgmests be pro-
prrty enrolled by >+ their own instruments.” ---
Noat, they are deeply interested in the rights of
tie \'uimrs, aund 1t 1y o novel assumption to say,
that the Attoruey-General and Ciomiual Tufor-
mations are o protect the privileges of the Judges,
and the rights of the Subject. From the mo-
weat Courgs of Justice were created, from that
instant those rights wand privileges devolve upou
the Judges 5 but now, for an ald woman’s reason,
uot for Lord Coke’s, we are told that they are not
to be Gestede--that they are not the proper
Judges of the conduct of their owa Qticers---and
the Judges of the Court of Exchequer i Ireland
arey by a bigh prerogative proceeding, to be called
to answer for their judicial acts at the Bar of uno-
ther Court. Such a proceeding is moustrous,
is alarming, and uncoustitutional—-it must, in
the first instance, be manfully met und put doxn.

[Here Mr Plunkett cited Mittou'’s casey and
also the case of Popham and Anderou, from Di-
¢0's Reports, to shew that the principle on which
they were decided agalost the Crown bore a
stronyg analogy to the present case. The princ-
ple, said he, to be collected from these Authoti-
ties was this, that although the King might have
the absolute appointment of the Judges that cou-
stituted the Courty yet, baving appointed the
Court, the Judges had fiom thence the appoint-
ment of their own Officers. Tn the case of Har-
court und Fox, reported 15t Showen, 539, this
doctiine and those Common Law principles were
Sl more strongly exemplitied. The King might,
by virtue of his prerogative, appoint any oune of
the Jmh;c.\ whom ke ph‘.u«'xl to be Custus Rotu-

PUBLIC DISTRESS.
) , . —t——
MELETING AT TUE MANSION-HOUSE, LONDON.

On the 27th, a most numerous and respectable
Meoting was held at the Egyptian<ball, fo the
Masion-house, pursuant to a Public Requisition
addressed to the Lord Mayor, for the purpose of
- praviding a fund for the extraordinary and unpa-
ralleled distresses of the poor inhabitants of Spital-
ficlds and its vicinity.

The. Meeting was sumnmoned for one o'clock,
but the Lord Mayor, who presided, did not eu-
ter the Hall till two, by which time the three front
rows of seats were o.ccupied by 2 numerouy as-
sembluge of elegant females, among whom we no-
ticed a large proportion of the Society of Friends.

His Lordship was accompanied into the Hal) by
Sir Wm. Curtis, Alderman Atkins, Messes. Mar-
ryatt, Butterworth, Hibbert, and scveral of the
wost cminent Bankers and Merchants in the City.

His Lordship, having taken the Chair, congra-
tulated the friends of the distressed Poor on the
very numerous and respectable Mecting which he
saw assembled for the purpose of tuhing into con-
sideration and affording the hest means of redicy-
ing the distress which unhappily became so exten-
sive.  This was the object of the Gentlemen who
had sigued the Requisition for the Mecting, aud
b trusted that object would be carried into etfict
by those who had so humanely come together an
the occasion.  But the object of the Geotlemen,
at whose request the Meeting was called, was noc
to coutine the intended relief solely to the inha-
bitants of Spitalields. The poor inhabitants of
the adjacent parts were suffering much from the
same general causes; and their cases would meet
with attention as far as the resources of the Com-
mittee should enable them. It was absolutely
impossible that the distressed districts could relieve
themselves, for the fur greater number of the in-
habitauts were the claimants, aud the few who
werse independent had not the means of assisting
the remsinder with aoy elfect. Parochial relicr
it was tmpossible to give to all, and there were
mauy who, though sutfering severe privations, al-
fowed themsclves to come nearly to starvation be-
fore ‘they applied for or would uccept of assist-
ance frow the parish—-and it was ouly the unpa-
ralleled misery to which the state of the times re.
duced thea which made them at all resort to this
species of rehiel. Various plans to atford relief
had been soggested, but, in his opinion, vooe
were more likely to be attended with permaneat
good etfcct thun those which pointed out libour
No doubt, there were many of the
distressed manufacturers who were incapable of
performing severe bodily labour, but still there
were few of them who would not prefer alost
any Lind of employment rather than be seat to
the work-house,

The extremely high price of flour
and butcher's meat was a subject of just and geuc;
ral complaint. ‘This was an evil to which, "in his
opinion, the Public itself could apply the rémedy.
If exertions were made to countenance and sup-
port the chcap butcher and cheap baker, there
was oot a doubt but such a competition would be
raised as would greatly coutribute to lessen the
prica of those articles of necessary consumption,
bread und meut.  Persons, by going to market
themsclves, and Jooking out for those who sold at
a moderate profit, would find that they could pro-
cure the best meat at a rate much lower than that
which they now pay ; and while they thus cheap-
eued the best picees of meat for their own con-
sumption, th-y would also cheapen for the con-
sumptiou of the Poor the pieces which were called
inferior, but whicl were stil good wmeat. iy
Lordship concluded his address by expressing an
carnest hope, that, as the Meceeting bad been ex-
pressly convened for a charitable purpose, no
other subject should engage its attention. ( Loud
Applause.)

Here Mr. J. J. Lister (Seeretary to the Asso-
ciation) read the following Address -

‘ The Committee of the Association for the
Relief of the Industrious Poor of Spitalficlds and
it Neighbourhood address  themsclves to the
Public on behalf of the district to which their la-
bours have been devoted, in full coufidence that
its condition needs only to be known to reccive
the sympathy aud assistance of the benevolent.

* That part of the wmetropolis which is com-
monly ncluded under the geueral term of Spital-
tields comprises, besides the parish of that nan.e,
those of Bethnal-green, Shorediteh, and part of
Whitechapel, the Hamlets of Mile-end New
Town, and Mile-end Old Town, and some other
places in the vicinity, The vumber of opulent
individuals i this district is exceedingly small,
and ity coormaus population is chictly composed
of the manufactoriug and labouring classes, who
are employed by persous residing for the most
partinthis city.  Tu favoursble times they are in
general able by their industry to cara u comforta-
ble subsistence, though even theng from sickuess
and casualtiesy there are always to be fonnd many
instanees of individual suffering 5 but when a de-
pressiod in trade matenally dimiuishies the de-
mand for labour, multitudes are at once deprived
of employment, and sutfer all the wiseries of
want.  The applications to the Parishes for sup-
port soon become more than they can relieve, A
large propartion of those who are called oa for
the poor-rate are themselves at these times tn need
of assistance, and, under such circuuntances) to
advance the assessment would incroase the ditlical-
ty of collecting 1ty snd often render the payment
altogether impossible. Thus the vtinost pittance
that can be dealt oat to the indigentis iasutlicicnt
to support caistence, and the distress becomes
cxtreme.
