It would be
uncandid, if not unjust, in us to ymit stating, at
the sume time we publish these proceedings, that
we have private iuformation from New Orleans,
that there were circumstances attending  the
transiction, which serve to palliate its apparent
atrocity. :

‘I'hic information we have received we should
nat pretend to opposc to official information ;
but it has the sauction of & name, and appears to
us to require a suspension of opinion until more
full'iuformation is received.  The particular facts
stated to us by our correspondent, we should lay
hefore our readersy if we could do so with pro-
pricty, before we receire confirmation of them.

Abstructedly viewed, the attack on the Fire-
brand, if shc was known to be an United States’
vessel, was a most wanton outrage, such as the
Spanish Govermmenut would not in common pru-
dence avow or authorise, since it is iv the power
of the United States at a word to strike to the vi«
tals of Spaiu I her colonies.  Itis thercefore pro-
Lable the attack, base and dustardly as it is re-
presented to have been, will be. instantly disa-
vowed by the Spanish Goverument, and its authors
punished, or delivered up to us for punishment---
an atonemeut, the demand of which must precede,
aud the councession of which will preveut war.

But if there are circumstances not generlly
understood in this casc---for instavnce, if the Fire-
brand was many leagues westward of New Or-
leans, on the Spanish coast @ if she was in compa-
ny with a vessel loaded with wmunition of war
from New Orleans, destined for a Mexican revo-
lutionary prowince; if oue of the most cuinent
barristers of New Orleans was on board the ves-
sel (the General Jackson), thus in company with
the Fircbrand, as a supercargo 1 if the chancter
of our armed schooner wis o that situation liable
to be mistaken, notwithstanding her colours, for
a Carthagenian, or other Republican armed ves-
sel; i there beany foundation for these and other
circumstances, of which we arc by letter assured,
the case is certatuly altered, and is involved in
purplexity which it requires time aud evideuce to
disentaugle.

The event is an unfortunate oue in any view,
and we greatly lament it. We shall be grieved,
Lowever, if, urged on by the exasperation of the
People of New Orleans, who are probably anx-
jvus for a war with Spain, our Naval Command-
ers should take into their own hands the remedy
which it belongs to the Government only to ap-
ply. A war with Spain is perhaps vot greatly to
be deprecated, but yet not to be anxiouwsly
wished ; and if we are engaged in war with ber,
bt uy sce our way cleary aud be well satistied of
the streagth of our ground. A few days wii) af-
ford us more satisfactory information.”——Nclwn-

Printed for J. Johuson, 98, Cheapside, and 3353,
Oxford-sticet.”

On the same day, the Defendant pablished avo-
ther advertisement iu a Morning Paper, i these
words---

 Lord Byren.---On the 16th instant will be
published, uniform with the Noble Author's for-
uier works, the Right Hou. Lord Byron's Pilgri-
mage to the Holy Land. To which is added, the
Tempest. Printed for J. Johuson, Cheapside,
and 3235, Oxford-street, and sold by all Booksel-
fers.  Of whom may be had, by the saue Auther,
a new edition (the thind), price 2.0 6d. Farewelt
to Bugland 5 with thies other Roems, viz. Ode to

« Lord Byron.-—~The Publisher of the Right
Hon. Lord Byrow’s Pilgrimage to the Holy Land,
together with The Tempest, begs to say, that it
will be ready for delivery on Weduesday next,
price 5s. 6d. uniform with the Noble Author’s
former Works. e likewise takes this opportu-
nity of informing the Public, lest they may be
misled, that the copyright of this Wark was cou-
signed to him exclusively by the Noble Author
himself, and for which he gives Five Hundred
Guineas.—-98, Cheapside, und 335, Ouxford-
street.”

Now, (said the learned Counsel) Lord Byron
not heing here, it is impossible for me to produce
au aflidavit of his Lordship that he is not the au-
thor of these poems ; but I cau produce another
aflidavit to that effect, which, at least, must place
the Defendant under the necessity of showing, by
his own aflidavity that Lord Byron s the author,
and that he gave his Lordship 500 guincas for
them.  Mr. Scroope Davis, au intimate friend of

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MEETING AT SPA-FIELDS.
We are enabled to add the fallowing particu:
lars to what appears in our last page --s
At a quarter past twelve, an Orator, whose
name is said to be Smith, had ascended a waggon
in Spa-fields, decorated with flags, and with o

the military should appear, that uo vielence should
be offered to them.  He observed, that the Trea-
sury Prints had called Mr. Hunt another Wat
Tyler.  He would assert that Wat Tyler was well
deserving of the praise of his Country.  ¥he Mi-
nisters had trifled with our libertics, and refused
to grant the People thefr rights.  *¢ Will you take
thew 2 (Yes, yes, from the multitude. )  Will
you go und demand them 2 (Yes, ye, yes.)---
* 1 jump down, will you follow me 2 ( Fey,
yes, yesy yes.)

The man immediately leaped from the vehicle,
andy ewbracing the two flagy in his arms, he pro-
ceeded towards the city, followed by some thou-
sauds of persons; and their track was soon dis-
coverable by (ragments of lamps, windows, &c.---
The direction they took was, in the first iustance,
through the clty to the Tower. In the Minories
they entered, by violence, three guu-ma(grb’ shops,
cwpticd thew of the arms they contained; und pa-
raded the streets with them, discharging the mus-
kets and pistols generally in the air, but occasion-
ally at the houses.  Prior to these depredations,
these disturbers had in their progress eatered the
shop of Mr. Beckwith, in Skinner-strect, gun-
maker, whose premises they treated in the man-
ver we have described ; but there was this addi-
tional misfortune, that they put the weapons into
immediate employment, and shot u Mr. Platt, a
favior in Catcaton-strect, in the groin, inflicting,
as we bear, a fatal wound.

Government and the Municipal Magistrates
were, during these illegal and mischievous pro-
ceedings, not inactive.  The Militia were imme-
diately ordercd out, and strong detachments of
the Life Guards, horse and foot, us well as of
the Light Deagoons, appeared in the streets, and
occupied the *Change, the Bank, and other situ-
aliows. The first scene of confusion, near Carn-
hilly occurred at the Royal Exchange, within the
wails of which some of the rioters had the auda-
city to enter with flags, and discharge  their
picces. Sir James Shaw being fortunately on the
spot, grappled with one of the ring-leaders, ok
bis tlag fiom hiny and the gates being instantly
closed, twoof the delinguents were seized, and
detaived in custody.

From thence Sir James proceeded towards the
Mansion-House, when the Lord Mavor yetarned
to the Royul Lxchange with bim, and the fatter
attended at the Subscribers” Roows of Lioyd's Cot-
fee-House, where he communicated to the Geo-
Uemen the wish of e Lord Mayor, that they
thould every one of them be imnedately sworu in
as Coustables, that they might zssiet in restoring
the peace of the town.  The measure was imume-
diately adopted, and they became active in the
discharge of their uew duties.

It .appears that, whatever might be the appa-

reut coucert with which these walcontents were
duaductiug themselves, as soon as the 9ih Regi-
ment was dissovered to be approaching them in
Waitcchapel, they separated in o bundred direc.
tious.
It was said, thatan attempt was made by some
of the orators amoug the populace, o address the
Regiment on duty in the Tower, but nothing of
the hiud took place; aud, indeed, the allrgation
scarce deserves contradiction, as it is imp;)ssiblc
such a proceeding could have been permitted by
the Othicers on duty.

We have the satisfaction to state, that, by the
enerzy of the troops and civil power, a great
quantity of the arms that had been purlolﬁcd
were retaken, and deposited in places of securi-
ty; and at half-past three, a coach from the east-
ward, with  pikes, tirclocks, and oth-r hostile
unplementsy and prisoners, passed the Exrbangc,
excorted by a detachment of Light Dragoous.

‘ Fewas fully expected that the veugeance of the
noters would be carly manifested at the Corn-
Mathet 5 several of the dealers having, within
these few davs, reccived 4nolyiLous lrilus with
frightful wongees---and, in consequence of this
alasmy on the approach of the wob towards
Mark-laoe, the Corn Fxchange was cleared, and
every deseription of propesty withdiawn ; but we
have not heand of any mischicf having boey dono
i thet imomediate neighbourhood.

Having disposed of this prefatory matter, he
ongratulated his auditors on the, good effects
weir assembling had atready produced, siuce it
ad  occasioned his Royal Iighness to grant
5000 out of the funds of bis Majesty, for the
