One of these states his having
been scen i a lane on the Deptford road by a
man who attempted to collar him, when he pre-
sented & pistol at him, and threatened to shoot
him. Another letter asserted-him -to bave been
at Hull, upon which the Hull Paper we recéived
this morning sy : ¢ A report was prevalent ln
the early part of the week, that Watson, jun. had
been in this place, and had succeeded in getting
cn board a ship, which hus since sailed for the
Contincut.  We caonot learn there is any foun-
dation for this report. It is certain, bowever,
that he has several relatives in this part of the
country, and we beliere he sailed from this port-
in 181, as surgeon on board the Sisters, Grecu-
land ship.” We begin ourselves to suspect, that
he may have made his escape to Holland, or
France ; but we have no positive grounds for this
suspicion.
