«* On Tuesday, the Subsceibers to the Fond for
assisting the Syrian Archbishop of Jerusalem in
promoting Christian - Knowledge
forming a printing establishment oo Mougt Li-
banon, met at tho Freemasons’ Tavern, to the
number of 7O ot 80 indiridbals ; emong whom
we recognised Lord Teignmouth, Messrs. Wil-
herforce, Butterworth, Leigh, &c. and the Revs.

6y other respectable members of {he community.
Aboul half-past one o'clock Lord Tcignmouth
was called to the chair, who bricfly explained to
the Mceting the reasons for which it bad been
codrened. His Lordship obscrred, that ds it was
their bounden duty to propagate the Christian
Religion in evéry country under Heaven, they
ooght nbt to' héglect so glotious an opportunity of
performing.fhis daty in the é2tensive rrgions. of
Asia as was now afforded them by the anisalof
the Archbishop of Jerusalem in  this favoured
country. ‘That vencrable personage was not less
distinguished by his learning and bhis piety than he
was by the zeal with which he e¢ndeavoured to
promote the cause of Christina knawledge. He
bad travelled from Syria with no other vicw than
that ol procuring assistance to cnable him to
disseminnte soch religions instruction among the
flock over which he presided, as was calculated
to make them understand more fully the sublime
truths and the grand moral lessons which are in-
culcated by genuine Christianity.  ile had ap-
plicd at Rome, and e bad appliod at Paiis, for this
assistance ; but neither Rome nor
possessed of suflicieut generosity to afford it~ He
(Lord Teignmouth) was almost glad to say that
they had udt, fnasmuch as it gave thiscodiitry the
opportunity of performing those services to their
Asintic brethren which both the ather countrics to
whom the Archbishap had applied had refused to
render. The Archbishop was now about to re-
tarn to the regions which be had left with such
beueficent inteations, and it was therefore thought
proper, -by those who had subscribed their funds
to aill the religlous purposes which he had so no-
bly attempted to effect, that he should receire &
valedicfory salutation at their honds before he
quitted England.  He (Lord Teignmouth) would
not intrade jonger on the attration of the compa-
ny, but would leave the further exposition of the
views of the sabscribers 1o those who had already
tnken so active a share iu this business.
