The Repaort of the Bank Committee was p}c-
sented last wight in the House of Commons by
Me. Peel. 1t is of considerable length, and unly
the most material parts of it were read at the tae
ble. 1t commences with a fact, which, though
necessary, we suppose, to put forth, must te fa.
miliar to every man in the kingdom, namely, that
the Bauk is not only solvent, but that ite affsirs
are v a flourishing condition. It appears, from
the statement of the Committee, that if it wero
callzd apon to pay all it outstanding demands,
on the 3th of January last, it would still bave a
balance after payment, of aborve five millions,
sxclusirely of a debt, due to it from Government,
to the amoant of £11,000,000, repayahle at tho
rapitation of the charter. This fourishing cvndie
tion, therefore, amply jostified the confidence re-
posed it by the Public,

The Report next considers the amount of cash
and ballion in.the coffers of the Bank, -at varions
priedsy tinee the Restriction Act, and down to
the preseut moment. 1t agrerts, also, to the jr-
sucs of specie made by the Bauk, in the fulfile
ment of its offr to pay its notes, of a date ptlor
te Jan. 1817, in money. The guautity of specio
actually disbursed amounted to 6,765,000, and
our readers know (hat it: disapprared from ¢
lation almost as fast as It was issued,  The Come
mittee meutions ‘some curious facls connected
with this part of the subject.  For some months
after the uotice of the Bauk to pay their notes of
-certain dates in cash, instead of the Public come
ing forward to avail themselves of the adrantage,
the Bank was frequently applied to, to- givo
their paper in exchange for goid. Shortly after-
wards, however, the exchanges became unfavour~
abley aud the market price of gold prescated: &
congderable protit upon the exportation of bul-
lion, when the demands were suldenly increased.
That this tucrease did wot take place from any~.
enlarged use for gd1d for internal circulation, was
proved by documents laid bofore Parliament,—
The Committee, however, while it is willfig to
allow that the Bank was actuated by the faicest
@otives in its partial resumption of . cash pay-
ments, decidedly condemns the improdence of
conlinving them, after it was found that, the mat.
ket price of gold bring considerably above the
mint pricey the whole of it disappearcd. It ‘was
under the strong conviction that pursuing such a
system would postpoue the termination of the re-
striction, without préducing any advantage to the
Country, that the Committee had called upon tho
Legislature to restrain the Bank from cantioning
that «ystem.

The Committee next adverts to the transactions
between the Goveroment and the Bank, and it
strongly recommends that so much of the debt
due by the former, to the latter, as, in the opini-
on of the Directors, will be necessary to enable
them to resume cash payments, should be dis-
charged.  The amount of this debt appears to
have been, on the 29th of April tast, £19,000,000
—and the Directors require that ten millions
should be gradually repaid, to enable them to
malke the necessary preparations for resuming their
payments in specie. The Committee closes this
branch of the Report with an earnest request that
the House would make Immediate provision for
sepaying what the Bank wished, and that the
power of the Bank to make advances aud to pur-
chase Gosernment secorities shonld in future bo
limited. It recommends, also, that, in any fu-
