IMPORTANT DECISION TO WINE-MERCHANTS
AND OTHERS,

The firm of Messrs. Thompsan and Coates,
wine and spirit merchants, of Holborn-hill, were
charged, uader the 54th of Geo. HI. chap. 8,
commonly called the Cape Act, with haring mixed
& quaatity of Port Wine with a quantity of Cape
wine, against the statute.  There is a penaliy of
£300 attached to the offence, if it is witha frau.
duleat intention, but this being admitted not
to be the case, the penalty was not proceeded for.

This case cxcited an cxtraordinary degree of
interest amongst the wioe trade in general) as the
question ativsoe was as to the legslity of a com-
won practice, of mixing wines to improve their
flavour. The Court was crowded by persons in
the trade, who were auxious to hear the deci-
sion,

Me. Fisher, a Sarveyor in the Excise, proved,
thatin taking the stock of Messrs. Thompson and
Coates, on the 19th of October, he found an cx-
cess of eight gallons ia a pipe of Cape wine of
93 gallous, which was oot accounted for by the
permits.  Ou asking Mr. Coates to account for
the increase, he stated it to have been caused by
the addition of cight gallons of port wine, in order
to improve the Cape wine.
