Mach has been nlready wiitten on the advan-
tages of Green Crops in general, and I (rost there
is no good prnchcnl farmee who is vot eatisied
that suck a system is the ouly sound basi< on which
to cstablish profitable husbandry. Bot as the
cultivation of Rape, as s groen crop, is bat par-
tislly known, 1 suall-offcr n fow abservations on
it, to shew that it is, by 0o n.cans, aless valuable
crop i the course of cullivation than many others
more generally sown ; and that, vnder many cir-
cumstances, It can be cultivated w@ith greater
advantage. 1 do not, however, mean to assert,
that Rape is more valuable, either in balk or
quality, than either turuips, cabbage, or potatoes;
but it can be produced, even on the poorest Jand,
by the assistance of a small proportion of manorr,
and on fertile soil will be very profitable without
the application of any manure whatever. Thus
the tillage farmer may keep a greater number of
acres in preparation for corn crops, and will also
be cnabled to hold over a heavier stock of sheep
for the Spring murkets and for the improvement of
bis farm.

Rape has one very material advnnhqv in its
cultivation over the generality of winter green.
crops, namely, that it is anatoral fertilizer of the
soil. Cabbage, turaips, and other cropy, rob the
soil of Its vegefuble matter, and only tend to its
fertility in proportion to the manure which is
applied for thvir production ; but rape will pro-
doco well on many soils, without manure, and
bear a lasting remembrance of its beoefits,

o 1814 1 sowed rapc seed on a sandy loam in
the month of July, aheut 101b. to the nere broad-
cast. ‘Theland was ina very foul state, overrun
with scutch and other perrnunial werds, which |
had collectrd and burned, aud the ashes (a very
smail quantity iodeed) scatiered on the surface.
Notwithstanding my czertions to destrny the

" scutch, one-halfl of 1t, at feast; remaioed in the
body of the soil, and sprung vp with the rape
plants, and | was apprehensive that it would tiasr
.completcly overcome them, Io this, however, |
was mistaken—the rape plants became strony, and
{0 the month of August wouid huve atforded a good
bite for cattle; however, as iny oljrct was to
jmprove the soil, I alloned the rape to grow to its
fullest luxuriance, in order that it<decayed leaves
might produce this effect. 1o January I torned
in Cattle and Sheep to feed on it for a few hours
daily, and, by the latter cud of February. there
was but little spprarance of the crop to he seen,
althoogh the stalks were in many pais of the finld
so strong that I did not suppose the cattle would
eat them, In the middle of March 1 plough-d
this part for Outs aud barrowed in the seed. - The
crop yiclded better, both in quality and quantity,
thau bad been produced on similar soil on this
farm under any culture whatever.

Petenspunan, Dec. 10.—Troops have been
embarked latcty at Cronstadt,.who are destined
to occupy the Russian possessions in Asia and the
islands situated on the coast of Kamtschatka, this
way being cousidered aspreferable to that hitherto
used, of marching troops by.Siberia.

The Russians are constantly augmenting their
establishments in America, where they have (in
Norfolk-sound) a fort mounted with one hundred
pieces of cannon.  Since 1813 they have extended
themaclres to more than five hundred |-agues
b-yond the rirer Columbia, along the coast, and
have established themselves at Bodega, situate
only thirty leagues from the most distant colony
of the Spaniards in California, Bodega is a good
soil, and possesses all the advantages desirable
for commerce. ‘Uhe routes from Petersburgh to
Kamtschatka have benn cousiderably improved.
A great number of ships, freighted with skins,
set out every year from the north-west coast of
Amecrica, double the Cape of (Good Hope, and.
bring their rich cargoes to the Gull of Finland.
The Russian Colonists established in America are
very well protected there by the Civil and Military
Administrations.  Among the officers of the marine
arc the sons of the first familics, who receive an
excellent education, considering the distant situa-
tion of thoso countries.- It is not the same in the
-North Amecrican and English provinzes, where
commerce is the only object. Nothing is cousi-
dered but the advantage of the moment, and man
becomes a soldier by necessity.  Among the Rus-
slans, on the contrary, every thing anncunces a

great civilization : profound views scem to direct

their plaus and favour their enterprises.

The Russian coloaies are increasing in an extra-
ordinary mauner, as well in the castern parts of
Asia as in the west of America, and every where
the Russians introduce liberal institutions. . It is
evident that they havo in view to seize upon all
the commerce of the north-western coast of Ame-
rica, and to indace the natives, who live by hunt-
ing aud fishing, to furuish them with skins for thee
Chinesc markets.

ATTACK ON THE CORK MID-DAY
MAIL COACH.

About twelre o'clock on the nightof the 14th -

instant, as the Mid-day Mail Coach, travelling
fiom Dublin for Cork, came necar the five-mile
«tone from Clonmel, within a short distance of
Ballypatrick, driting at a good pace, the fore
horses suddenly encountered three cars, which
had beea placed across the road; the cars were
not fastencd, and the impctuosity of the horses
cleared the way for thrm to pass; as the Coach
proceeded, shots were fired at the Coachman and
Guards, by a party who had stationed themselves
along the side of the road; the fice was jostantly
ad spiritedly returued by the Guards, and the as-
sailants were competl~d to suffer the Coach to
pass on without farther interruption, aod it ara
rived in safety io Clonmel.  Unhappily, howerer,
Robert M*Gowan, one of the (Guards who so
bravely defended the public and private property
culrnsted to their protection, had his arm, helow
the elbow, so sercrely wounded by two balls, or
tlugs, that amputation was drpm-d advisable, bot
to which, by the Jatest accounts we hare received,
he felt a strong reluctance to sebmit. A Gentle-
man, who was an inside passcuger, but who, at
the time of the attavk, was ouvtsid~, abandoned
his situation, and remained behind; almeost in-
tantly after the Coach had procecded, he was
assailed by the freebooters, and robbed of £ 57
in notes, and L5 in sifver, of shich fire shillings
were reatored to him, to defray his cxpeoses ; heo
reached Clonmel about two o'clock on the 15th,
and there stated the circumastances which we have
meationed, adding, that the party coasisted of
cleven meo, six of whom were armed.  The Cork
Coach for Dublin met the one which had been
attacked in Clonmel, and it was thought prudent,
that the former shoold have an additional force ;
accordingly, two Coustables zccompanied it to
Nine-mile-house, but or assault
took place. As the Coustables were returning,
they found a man removiug one of the cars, whom
they conducted as a prisoner to Clonmel, but it
appraring on investigation, that he was the owner
of the car, and that he had no concern in the
transaction, he was forthwith libernted. About
half-past seven o’clock, on the evening of the
night on which the Cork Coach was sssaulted, a
