ASSASSINATION OF IS ROV AL HIGHNESS
THE DUREK DR BERRT.
Jeis with deep regret we hase to anvonncer the
above melancholy intelligence. Vagve and indis-
tinct rumoury of the event prevailed yesterday
eveniny i the City 5 but, towards night, advicrs
from Calais reached the Post-office, stating the
fact upon the authority of the conductor nod pas.
sengers of the diligence, whichleft Paris on Mon-
day morning, and reached Calais on Tu(‘:d.uy
cvening. This morniog, however, we have receiva
ed the Paris Paners of Monday, and though ouly
two of them (the Gazette de France and the
Journal de Parir) contain any particulars of the
horrid deed, theye can be no doabt of its baving
been perpetrated.  The name of the wretdhed as-
sapsin is s2id to be Lourct, He is aboot thirty
years of age, and belongs to the King's stables.—
Upon being interrogated by M. Deccazes  and
others, he cxhibited the vtmost indilference, nnd
coolly avowed that he had medilated the crime
for four ycars past. The moment he at lost
chose for committing it was just as his Royal
Hizbness was stepping into his carriage, at the
Opera-hoose, sbout half-past cleven, on Sunday
night.  His smiable aad unfortunate Duchess
was already seated in the carciag., and her clothes
reccived part of the blood, which gusb(:d from
the wound of her murdered hosband. The two
Paris Papers abore-mentioned do not say whether
the stab was morfal ; but a private letter, which
we subjoin, states, that his Royol llighucur‘ex.-
pired at six o’clock on Mouday mowming. This
atrocious deed is susceptible of ouly one shade of
miﬁ{;n(ion in our eyes, that of not 'bcing tho ef-
fect of any pelilical Instigation. We trost it. has
sprang only from the diabolical impulse ol private
revenge.

( Exiract of a private Letter.)

@ Panty, Frs. 14 —Last vight, at half-nast
eleven, in coming out of the Opera Frangois,
with bis amiable Duchess, the Duc de Berri was
wortally woonded by the blow of an assansin,
with a sfylet {an instrument osed by a cobbler),
in his right ide.  He ottered a loud cry, and feil
senseless.  His Royal ‘Highoess was cacried iuto
the salaon of the Opers, lollowed by hisdistracted
Ducbess, who, covered with her husband’s bload,
suppressed her agony in heranxiety to afford him
every assistance. 1 am sorry to add, the unfor-
tonate Duke dird a8t six o'clock this morving.—
‘T'be situstion of the Roysl Family may be cou-
ceived ; it is boyoud the power of description,
For myselly thoogh an Englishman, and a stran-
ger, 1can scarcely command awy trembling hand,
to stale the particulara, Which you may rely on.

'This modern Ravaiilac wasimmediately acized,

&e. He acknowledged, with the most profound

" erime’ for four years pn!'. His name is Toouret;
