seace redoubled their ac¢clamatious and enthusis
asm ; be took a walk on the Prado with the In-
fants, and was erery where recelved with marks of
affection and respect.

The prisons of ‘the Ingquisition; ss well as all the
others, have boen opened to the prisonersof State,
of whom, however, thrre were but few: but as
late a« the 9th of March, no official act bad an-
nodaced the soppressiou of the luquisition, which
is nut ordered by the Constitetion.

From the Constflutional.

Maprio, Maitn 8.—Estraotdinary Couriers
have been sent to all the Courts of Europe, to
communicate the great change which hay beeu ef-
fect-d.  ‘The Miuistry valily flattered themselves
that they would have the sapport of the garritan ;
the dispositions_of the Officers and soldiers of the
Gaards thewmselves were entirely tonformable to
the wishos of the People.

The Government endeavoured te deceive us
to the last.  The Rebels, il our oppressors might
be bellcved, were slways beaten ; Catalunia was
faithful ; while at the same lime we hal ondoubt-
ed intelligence that to Barcelona, the second town
of the kingdom, the Coustitution bad beca pro-
claimed.

The Officers of the garrison of Madrid, in spite
of promises of every ponible advancement—In
spite of the iufamous calumnies against the Libe-
rals, which were apread la tlie barracks by the
partizans of the Inguisttorial System, shewed o
rescrre which the Court scems not to have under-
stood aa it ought, and willi respect to which it
was under a great lilosion.

‘The news of the Proclamation, by O'Donnell,
of the Coustitutlon at Ocana, prodoced a grest
sensation I the Capital.  In the night of the Gth
and 7th.a nomher of the Officers of the Guridy,
proceeded to the Great Squaro to erect a pillar on
ahich the word CoxstiTuTioY had been engraved ;
but the Coort, previously informed of their de-
sign, bad assembled a number of truops an the
spot. The [nfant, Don Carlos, wag at tbeir
nead.  The Officers of the Guards withdiew gui-
ctly, declaring that -they would erect the pillar
anothet day, having sworn that they would, to
the last wament, refrain from all vislence or ef-
fusiou of blgod.

At the same moment a Grand Council was sit-
ting, at which the King presided.  The Infaut,
Dou Carlos, was against all concession 3 but the
lofaut, Don Iraucis, end the Bishop of “Midrid,
were of a perfectly opposite opinion.
