O gaing inta
the drawing-roam, it was fouml full of smokey but
no fire whateves coold be discavered. The an-
cariness of the family being thus far remrved, the
children wete pat to bed at the vsual hour and
the family were themsrives prejreriog- for rest,
when, about half-past ten o'clark on the same
night, the Prisoner ran into Mrs, Walsh's room,
and ogain alarmed her by saying that the houss
was on fire.  Mre. Walsh immediately rushed up
