No addition of materials is to be brovsht apan
a road, unless in any part it be fooud that there
ivnot a quantity of clean atone cqual to teninches
in thichness,

The stane already in the road is to be loosrd up
and hrokea, <0 as no ptece shall exceed six ounces
in weight.

The road is then to be laid as flat as possible;
a rise of three jnches from the cenfre to the side
is suflicient for a road thirty feet wide,

The stones, when loosened in the road, are to
be gathered off by means of a strong heavy ke,
with tecth two aud a balf inches in length, to the
side of the road, and there bhroken, and on no ac-
count are slones to be brohen on the road.

When the great stones hare been rrmaored, aod
vone Teft 1o the road excerdiog six onoces, the
road is to b put in shape, and a rake employed
to swooth the socface, which willat the same Ume

bring to the surtace the remaining stone, and will

allow the ditt 10 go down, ’

Whea the coad is a0 prepared, the stone that
han been broken by the aide of tha road it then
to be carefully spread on it this is rather a nice
oprration, amd the future quality of tha road will
groatly depead on the manaer in which it i per-
formed.  The stoae mast not be laid on in shorels
full, but scattered over the suvhcc, one shorel
full follewiog anotber, aod spreading over a con-
siderable space.

Ouly a small space of road should be lifted at
once ; five men in a gang should be set to lift it
all acrovs ; two mea should continue to pick op
and rabhe off the large slones, and to form the
road for receiving the bsoken stone; the other
three shoold break stones ) the broken stone to
be aid o6 as soon as the picce of road iy pre-
pared to receire it, and thea break up another
picce; tawo or thece yards at one lift is enough.

The proportioning the work amoug the fire men
must of course be regulated by the nature of the
road : when there are many rery large stones, the
three breakers may not be able to keep pace with
the two men employed in lifting and forming, and
when there are few large stones, the contrary may
be the casc; of all this the surreyor may judge
and direct. ‘

But while it is recommended to 1ilt nand relay

roads which bave been made with large stones, or

b
with large stone mixed with clny, chalk, or other
mischicvous materinly, there are many cases in
which it would be highly unprofitable to lift and
relay a road, esca if the matecials should have
been originally too large.

GRAMPOUND DIRFRANCHISEMENT BILL..

Mr. ROBERTS preseuted a Petition from a
nomber of Electors for the Borough of Gram-
pound, praying that they, who formed two-thirds
of the voters, and who stood untainted, should
wot be deprived of their elective franchise because
ouc-third of their body wers found to hare made
8 corcapt use of them.  They trusted that the
wisdom and justice of Parliancut would not con-
(ound the innocent with the guilty, aud de-
prive them of theic rightd bLecaose others had
misused theirs,—The etition was then laid on
the table.

Lord JONN RUSSELL mored the second
reading of the  Grampound  Disfranchisement
Bat: after which he maved, that the Resolutions
of the Honse, passed 5ih ) aly last, and the Order
ol the 7th of the same mouth, for leare to bring
ina Bill for disfranchising (he borough of Gram-
pouad, be now aeald ; which being done by the
Clerk at the table, his Loedship roso and said,
that it would be in the recolloction of the Mem-
bers who had sat in the last Pacliament, that on
the presentation of a.l'(‘(i(iun against the Mem-
bera cetatned for Grampound, some circumstances
had come out which induced him to mose for a
Committer ; and it was proved, by evidence given
before (hat Committer, that n great number of
the voters nd received £33 a picce to give their
votes 10 one of the candidates, but, not satisfied
with thiy sum, they had afterwards given their
vote to the other party.

borough of Cricklade, the corruption was nearly
universal, and there a Bill was alsn brooght in to
throw that borough inte the adjacent hundreds.—
The Bill was opposed strongly in the House of
Lords, and the conduct of that House on the occa-
sion called forth a sevece remark from Lord For-
tescus; that Haaee sltimatety passed the Bill, and
he trusted the present measure would be cqnally
successful in that place.  After thic review of
what had been done hitherto, the Houste would
hare to corisider whether it would ba hrtter to throw
the right of voting into the adjacent hundreds,
or transferit tosome other place.  To the Petition-
ery of to-day, it could make but tittle difference ;
they would in elther case atill constitute a small
minority.  The glory of Grampound was gone for
cver; they would no louger see a Baconet, from
motives of pure charity, thrusting money into the
pockets of the electors—nor merthants of the city
of Loadan, of the highest respectability, contesting
for the honour of representing them. It was ac-
knowledged on all sides that the frecholders of the
hundreds have no claim of rizht whatever that it
should be cxtended to them.  [n the cases adjudg-
ed, it was given from those who had abuseditinto
those hands where it was thought it might safely
be placed. Buat if the haadred in which Gram-
pound is situated shoold notin the present instance
harve tho clectire franchiscextended to them, thore
wore still ten other Members remaining to them,
who could with sufficicnt zeat and ability advo-
cate their interests in that House. The Nobla
I,ord continged :—There was, jn bis opinlon, a
fitter course for the House to pursue. [t was
well koown, that, withia the last 10 or 50 years,
towns of great weatth and population had grown
up, which had not the right of sending Members to
Parliament, somo of them consisting of 100,000
inhabitants.  Such astate of (hjngs was inconsis-
tent with the perfection of the Representative Sys.-
tem; and he would ask if any one believed that
had these towns existed prior to the time of Char-
les 11 they would not have had Representatives ?
He therefore thought it was cxpedicat that the
Pcople should be courinced of the futention of the-
Legisiature to grant them Representatives as soon
as opportunity should occur. Experience and
theory alike concurred in pbintinq out that remedy
for the cvils which had alwayy aflicted and still
did afllict largo anrepresented masses of the com-
munity. [t might bo said, that this would not be
deemed soflicient to satisfly those who were atyled

complaints by the legal channel of their Represens
tatives in that House, instead of resorting to illegal
methods, as had unbappily been the case of late.
Lt might b~ said that we should stitl have as much
corroption in large towns ; but he trusted that 83
the times became more enlighteaed such groey core
ruption would vanish. e never heard now of
Mecmbers of that Houso receiting a rovnd sum of
money for their votes; yetsoch things once were,
The Noble Lord here read the resolutions of a
body of clectors, who had associated together for
the purpose of discovering and briuging 1o punish-
mrutang corropt practices intheir own bady, and
had subscribod ao lesya sum than L1500 for that
purpose.  le ob<erved, that when such a apirit
existed fo the (:mmlr'\' much good miyht be ex-
pected s hut it wa. the doty of that Hlouse to arcond
and support it; and he thooght that the prospect
of the great towns being better represented wag
particularly calculated to gratify the wishes of (ho
Country.  The Nodle Lord said, he understond
his Hon. Friend (the M-mber for Northumbet-
land) intended to propuse that two of the Ridings
of Yorkshire should ba preferred to Leeds ; but
at prescut the inclivation of Lis mind was to the
latter place.

Lord CASTLEREAGH agreed with the Noble
Liotd, that where a clear case of corruption wasg
csrablished against a borough, !t was the duty of
the Houve to protect the purity of clection and the
Constitution of the Covntry.  The only question
on which a difference of opinion could arise, was
on the remcdial means proposed to ba applied;
for the guestivn wasndt, whether a remedy should
be applied, but the nature of that remecdy.  The
Novle Lord had stated thres instances in which
the House bad interfered, aiid it all of those the
right of voting was cxtended to the adjacent hun-
drede; dbut he thinks the House would exercise a
souad discretion in transferring the right to great
towns.  He would shortly give his own opinion,
and he diffiered from the Noble Loed In this, that
he (Lord Joho Russell) considered this case as a
mezay of procaring admission to the principle of
Pariiamentary Reform ; bot he looked at it as the
puiticular case of the borough of Grampound, for
