This doubt was confirmed by the Noble
Lord opposite (Lord Milton), who had stated, that
in one guarter of the Coontry, with which he
was acqosinted, such distress did not exist.  He
did not sec the usual symptoms of agricultaral
Hlistress; ho did unot see tenauts leaving tucir
farma; ho did not sce individuals taking them on
specolation as they became vacant; he did net
see the poor-rates increasing. But, whatever
might be the extent of the sofferlng, it was
chiefly importaut to consider the cause from
which it proceeded, and the remedy that was to be
applled. The immedinte. causes of agricoltoral
distress wera alearly a reduction of prices; bot
the House wonld beinrolred ininexplicable diffi-
culties, If they did not revert to the primary cause
of the-mischief, and observe to what this reduc-
tion of price and of demand was owiog. (Hear!)
The evil had not arisen from 8 common cause, and
therafore could not be remedicd by common mea-
surer. (Hear!) Tt was impossible to reflecton
the unprecedented circumstances in which the
Country had been situated during the Jast 25
years, without seeing that to the late war was to
be attriboted the present redaction of price and
demand. The consequence. of this war wasin
some countries the destruction of capital ; but in
this Country its effect was to accumulate capital,
and to give a new stimolus to trade. The conse-
quence of this state of things was, that an im-
wmense capital was employed vpon the cullivation
of waste lsnds, and more mouey devoted to that
object than had ‘been applicd ot any former pe-
riod in this Countrp.  Noman, he thought, would
deny thit thic nitoral level at which the price of
corn must stand was that price which would pay”
for the growth of the worst land that was onder
coltiration. There was no land, however bad,
none, scarcely, however unfavoarable, which
would not prodace corn, i sufficient capital were
spentupon it.

ever occurred.  Still he knew of alarms relative
to immense guantities of cornr sald to be smog-
gled from the [sle of Man, from Jersey, and other
islands, which being, in fact, forcign corn, was
imported here as the growth of those islands.—
Why, at all timrs, indecd, there had been im-
portations from those places of a few hundred
quarters a ycar, bul they never exceeded that
amount ; so that he thought the alarm on this
subject totally destitate of foundation.  Altho’
he was decidedly of epinion that neno of the alte-
rations which he had heard suggested would be at
all beaeficial to the agricultucists—at all satisfac-
tory to the Couutry—or at all expedient—
(hear !)—yet he would not say but that there
might be graunds for examining some of the points
to which be bad last adverted.
