from fraud or any want of due care and attentlon.

LIL. < That for the neceseary protection of the
revenue, as well as to eacourage the building of
docks and warchouses surrounded by high walls,
from which the revenue nnd the merchants derive
so much advrantage, this indulgence should be con-
fined to exciseable zoods deposited in warehouses
within the walls of the docks in the port of Lon-
don, anid to warehouses within dock walils, or sur-
rounded by high walls, equalling docks in secu-
rity, in the out-ports.

I'V. ¢ That this indulgence should apply to all
exciseable goods at present in warchouses as ahove
stated : but it is to be distinctly understood, that
no application will be entertained for a return of
duties ongoodsalready taken out of the warchouses,
or which may be deposited in warchouses other-
wise than as above stated.

The Earl of LIVERPOOL said, that it must
be fully in their Lordships’ recollection the sohject
to which his Majesty’s Message, which he had the
honour of presenting to them, referred, which made
it unnecessary for him to state it, and also that on
that Message their Lordships had voted a Secret
Comumittee to cxamine and report on'the documents
accompanyiog the Message.  He had thoaght jt his
duty to postponé the mecting of that Committee
from time to time, on accouant of certain negocia-
tions and explanations which were proceeding on
the painful subject, and many Noble Lords having
expressed their bigh expectation that it would not
be necessary for the Secret Committee to have met
at all, and in the latter part of the negociation he
had tho strongest hopes that it would hare been so

Sereral pertona of distinction and Officers

concluded a« to have prevented the interference.of
their Losdships; that hope was now put an end to,
as the negociation had completely failed, and he
coald sssure the House that no persons coold feel
more rorrow for its comiug to such a conclusion
than his Majesty’s Ministers.  He held in his hand
the whole of the correspondence which took place
-on that negociation, and he war commanded by
his Majesty to lay them on their Lordships® table.
As it was osual, when such a Message was received
from the Crown, that the papers accompanying it
wese printed, he would move that these should,
and they might be ready for the perosal of their
Lordahips in the course of to-morrow morning.
He would also move that the Order of the Day for
the Secrat Committee firet merting on to-morrow
should be discharged, for the purpose of postpon-
ing it to Friday next, '

The Marquis of LANSDOWN said, he wished
to be informed whether the Noble Earl intended
1o more an Address on the Merage of his Majesty,
ana if not, what other proceediug he iutended to
propose on the suhject.

The Eart of LIVERPOOL said, that he had
no course to propose to their Lordships for their
adoption.  He thought that the Hlouse ought to be
put in possession of every thing which orcarred
relative to the negocintions before the Secret Com-
mittee met. . He ¢id not kuow if it would be his
duty hereafler to make auy motion ay it related to
the Mossage from his Mejesty, but-certainty tin way
not prepared at proseal with sny notice of motioa
ou the subject. .

The Marquis of LANSDOWN sald, then he
was to understand that what these papers coutain.
ed was necessary for the information of the Sccret
Committee brfore they met, or, in other words,
they added strength to the documents for the exe
amination of which the Committco bad been ap-
pointed.
