ARMY PRIZE MONEY.

Whereas an Act passed in the 58th year of the
reign of hix late Majesty Ring George the Thied,
intituled, ¥ An Act for regulating the Payment
of Regi®ental Debts, andthe Distribotion of the
effects of Officers and So'dicrs dying in service,
snd the receipt of Sums due to Soldiers " And
wherens It is cxprdient to allow of payment to
Ageaty, in certain cases, of sums nctually advanc-
cd by them to Officers or Soldiers, or their repre-
sentatives, before the passing of the said recited
Act:

Be it therefors Fnacted, by the King's Moast
Fxcellent Majesty, by and with the Advice and
Consent of the Lords Spiritant and Temporal, and
Commous, in this present Partiament pseembled,
and hy the authority of the same, That from and
after the it shall be
lawlul for any Agent or Agrnts appainted for the
distsibution of Army Prize or Bouuty Money,
Grant or other Allowances of Money in the na-
ture theteaf, or for the Treasoree of Chelsca Hos-
pital, to pay the share, or avy part of l}‘u- shiare,
of any Non-commissioned Officer or Sotdier to
any person or personsy duly avthorised by the par-
ty entitled thereto to receive the same—provided
it shall be certificd by the Srcretary at War, to
such distributing Agent aforesaid, or to the Trcu-
surer of Chetsen Itospital, that such person has
giten 1atisfactory proof that he did actonlly ad-
vance the sum demanded; and that sach advance
was made before the passing of the said recited
Act, ilin any part of the United Kingdomg et in
Jersey, or lsle of Mau, or within
months after the passing of the said
Act.ifinany other Country or place, any thing ia
the said recited Act to the contrary notwithstand-
ing.
