From the
weight of the d~loge, powcvvr, the injury hasnot
been so greatin the fields as was expreted 3 oand
it is hoped that brick winds and falr weather, of
which we have every procpret, sill domuch to ere
cover them. During the slorny it was particularly
gloomy and pertentous, towards evening it brigh-
tened up, and on the following morning the snn
appeared iv ali hissplendour, and ecffectoally dis-
pelled the apprehensions of some ungicnt ladirs,
who had entertained serions apprehensions ol a
cecond general deluge.
