Repost addressed to his Excellency the Minis-
ter of the Marine and the Colonies, by M. Louis

¢ Sin—EBapeditions of maritime discovery would
excire Jittle intercst for those who perform them,
were vayages of that kind accompanied by less
privationyand dangrrs.

them, we wero obliged to leave the ship to the
wmercy of the wind. This hurricane (the most vio-
lant that any of us cver recollectrd) rgn(inucd two
days, and it way not antil the expitation of that
time that I conld recognize my pmition with cer-
tainly. I"fonnd the wind bad driven us 30 far to
the north, that it would occasion the fose of much
time to scek to return to the south in the Bay of
Good Success, .
