this should be the condition of the general feeling.
It is not the fate of the Queen merely that is st
stake ; but, in = very emineat degree, the cha-
racter and permanency of British law and justice.
As to the guilt or innocence af the Quxey, we
have as yet no right to pronounce sn opinion,
and, with s judicioos Correspondent, we shall hold
her to be Innocent till her guilt shall be folly es-
tablisbed. The procecdings, as far as they have
gone, do not justify a definitive concludon ageinst
her ; for, not only sre the witnesses surrounded
with suspicions of glmost every description which
can affect evidence, but, even although they had
been apparently unexceplionable in every re-
spect, ‘they form but a part of the evidence for
the prosecation, which, in & case of this kind,
resting as yet entirely opoo circomstances, we
cannot be sure how much the effect of these may
be lessened, or that they may not be completely
dono away, by the evidence for the defcnce.—
Here, then, we feel it to be our imperatire doty
to pause, leaving the iwsue to bo unfolded by
time.

Bat the Bill of Pains and Penaltfes is another
matter. Io a1l troly jodicial proceedings, there
is a remedy against errors of judgment, by an ap-
prat to the Hoose of Lords, ar a motion in Par-
liament; wnd thisis the constitational security for
probdity of cooduct. The Judges are honest, be-
cause the laws are just. Thry act onder the rislg
of haring their proceedings reviewed on appesl—
ou the responsibility of snsweting for their conduct
at the bar of a still higher tribonal. Bot if the
Legislature, instead of reserving t0 itsell the pri-
vilegs of pronovncing on the rectitode of jodicial
proceedings, becomes jodgr—or sssumes the mix-
ed aund conllicting character of sccuser, jury, and
judge—=the party jodged of has none of the ordi-
nary protections, no remaining means of redress.
In this lies the true ground of the repugoacce ma-
nifested by the Constitotion to the bLlending of fe-
gislative and jodicial fonctions. A Bill of Pains
and Penalties, being abore and beyond sil law,
can be called for by no fedividual for personal ob-
jects or parposes ; It s purely a measore of State,
and, as soch, can be justified ooly on the groond
of it’s being inevitable. The arguments -dle
ageinst this measore, on it's introdoction, Were
powerfal in the highest degree, and tended to
shew, that, so far from there being an imperious,
there was not even a plansible reason of state for
resorting to such a Bill. 1t har not yet passed in-
to a law, and, as was ohsererd by the highest au-
thority tn Parliameut, the Peers of Britain, ifthey
have taken any hacty or wrong views, are, when
that is shewn, tao wise and too jost not toretrace
their steps.  Bot should it pass into a Iaw, Fnd
should the British nation ever be swayed hy despo-
tic rule, what may not the awful consequences b-?
We look not to the present, but to future times.
If sacha law shall cxist, who will stand forth a
patriot to redreas his country’s wrongs 2 In for.
mer days, the arbitrary will of the Sovereign
brovght to the scuffold the most Hllustrious men;
but here law will interpose for the support of ty-
ranny ; it will beeary to extend the penaltiesto
the pains of death; and he must have more hero-
ism than nimott any who have heretofore been sa-
crificed in England, who will veuture into such a
field of combat either for religion or for liberty.—
In this vicw of the subject, the interests of the
Quruey, great mird important as they are, lose much
of their magnitode, and the most fearful perily
present themselves to the anticipation of the mind.

On these principles, we eagarly grasp at every
hope, however aucertain and feebile, which offers
even a chance that this Bitl will never pass into a
law, We do not recommend it to the Public to
‘place-entire confidence in the statements which we
are about to give.  They porsess some right to
altention, but not to voreserved belief. The spe-
cu'ations in Loudon are hoondles, and it s so
generally the imagined interest of Newspapers to
give important intelligence, that fabrication may
be fairly presomed to go hand-in-hand with ape-
culation. The followiig articles are ecxtracted
from different London Journals :—

s We ( Travellcr ) understand it is the Queexn's
particuler wish, that her defrnce should be pro-
ceeded with Immediately after Ministers have
closed their case. She is conscicus that nothing
can br proved against her conduct on which any
tribanal could pronounce unfavoursbly. All the
principal witnesses in favour of Hxn' Masxsty
arrived in town on Saturday.”

“ We (True Briton) stated, on Satdrday, that
a report of an intended discolotion of Parliament
was then o circulation.  Upon careful ingairy,
we find, hl the repart was uot altogetber desti-
tute of foundation ; but prorogation, not dissolo-
tion, was what the Membees of the Hoose of
Commens expected. A dissolution of Parlia-
ment at this moment would, it secms, almost
amouant to & violation of their privileges, as the
proceedings in the HHouse of Lords cesemble
closely thove of an impeachment, during which
no Monarch dare interpose his authority.
