On Wedaesday, the day sppointed by the Quaeen
Tor carrying into effect her intention of attending
Divine Service st the Metropetitan Chorch of St
Pavl, te return thanks to Gop for mercies received
from Him, plrtlcuhrly in the rindication of her
innocence and the recent triumph over her perse-
cut"n, the whole face of the country for several
mifes round the metropelis presented at an easly
hovr & scene of unusoal bustle and activity.—
Atang every road leading in the direction of the
town mightbe scen in burried motion vehicles of
appropriately filled with prrsons
and condition, and groupés of
enger pedestrians, whose anxious looks and busy
(aces evinced the deepand lively interest they
fcit in the animated sceno they were crowding to
witness. The town itsclf, so much nsed ns it has
lately been to the racket and bustle of proces-
sions of various kiods,
object of the releatless and perscvering hostility
of power, whoso rancoot is eqoalled by nothing
bot the ardent, the enthusiasticattachment of the
Peoplo to her cause, woro on this occasion an Ap-
pesrance of animation far exceeding that which
any former occasion had witnessed, and much
begond the powers of language adequately to de-
scribe.
