AGRICULTURAL DISTRESS.

On Thursday a veey numetous and reeprctable
Meeting of the Grntlemen conrerned jn Apgical-
ture took place nt bdtde, in Suseex, and apon
the propasition of Mr. Juhn Fuller, of Rose-hill,
the Fail of Ashbuenham was unanimously called
to the Chair.

Mr. Curteis, M. P. for the County, opened
the business io a speech of considerable length.
