ANOTHER ENGAGEMENT.

The mail due from Kerry last evening did not
arrive, nor had it come to hand st oage o'clock
this day.

Iu the middie of the pight, howerer, an express
arrived at the Post Office, dated from Macroow,
sud directed for Dablin Casle, wheore it was
