Bappily prevailed, mast, of coarse, be tepressed ;
but the eeprewsion of outrages was only a small
pert of those measares which must be spplied to
the situstion of [reland, in-otder to removo those
casres of evil which, in their combined operation,
tended to produce the most melsacholy results.—
It s to ailAhese cagses that the atteation of Go-
veroment must be directed ; and | sdbould not feet

1o looking
to the state of thar Couutry, be hed no heitation
io stating, that it was wot by peual coactments,
not by aggravating the terrors of the Statute
Books, that an enlightened Goverament should
look for & sobstantiat reform of the disorders which
there was so moch reason to lament.  He felt
himself justifird in abstaining, for the present,

As coogegted with this subject, he now retarned
to that !oﬁc which waa the caase of his rhriog—be
meant the proposition which the Noble Margois
(L-n:do'n)/sup;;éwcl! him to bave submitted to
certain bankers of the City of Londoa, with a view
to the reliel of agricoltorat disteess.  That Noble
Marquis stated that he (Lord Liverpool) bad pro-
pos~d an itsoe of Exchequer Bills to the amount
of ££5,000,000, to be applicd threugh the mediom
of the country bavkers 10 advances to the landed
interrit.  No sach communication was made ; nor
was the propeaition thus specifi-d in contemplatioun.
Governmeat had taken, undoubtedly,intotheirseri-
ooy considesation, the best mode of extending the
rolief in qu-stien ; and a proposal for issning Ex-
cheqaer Billa was certainty in siew, aad might
yet be broaght before Partiameat. He would not
now enter into its details: be admitted that the
state of agricutture must be judged of by the usual
ptincipies of sapply and demaund, and that relo-
rence maust be bad to thove principlesio every pro-
posed measure of relief. Thrre were some who
thought tbat excessive importstion was the cause
of the present distress z in this opinioa he- could
not concur, hecaase the didtress bad continoed
and increased after the ports wers shat agasinst
foreign graia. There were others, and he was
certainly one of them, who ascribed it chirfly to
sopcrabandant home production. When the nitoa-
tion of [teland was taken into the accouat, this
ooinlon was rendered the moce probable.  In the
coure of the last three years, seven aad a half
millions of quarters had been imported oto Great
Beitain from that Country ; & even doring the last
nine months the importation amounated to amillion
and a half of qoarters. The last Corn-bill, which ~x-
cluded forejgn competition, sad sllowed a (ree
import of corn from Ireland, had caased an exces-
nive incerase on the production of that part of the
United Kingdom, and must have in some degree
extended caltiration throughout the whole. It bad
been said by the Noble Marguis, thatthe adrance
of furthet capital to agricvitace could oot remorve
an evil that arose from an already excessive pro-
ductlon ; bout there might be & oatursl evil of this
kind, and another that was artificial, and which
the printiple of over-preduction would not account
The latter might be removed by a wmeasure
like that in coutemplation. He would now bricl-
ly allude to that portion of the Noble Marquiv's
remarks which related to the state of Ircland, as
it afforded him an occasion for meotiouning that
before the 1fouse adjsurard, he should hare to
lay upon their table papars containing a communi-
cation from the Noble Marqais at the head of the
Irish Goverument.
