DARING ATTACKS UPON THE COAST BLOCK-
ADE SERFICE,

Histixgs, Feso 23 —Our Sussex fuir traders,
taking adrantage of the present dark nights, have
heen making attempts upon sll parts of this zoant.
In every instance where they bave vratared vpon
the ground occupied by the Coast Bilockade Par-
ties, they have cotirely failed. Oun the 11th in-
staut, a compsay of three huadred wont dowu to
Crow Liok Gap, near Eastvourne, aund by a
sudden rdsh succeeded in seizing two of the guard
stationed there, bot the third sentinel firing bis
pistol repeatedly, alermed the officers; the boat
was pushed off, and the ohj~t of the smaogglcis
trustrated.  Four aighte afterwarde, a cargo was
landed, witheat opposition, at Clif Polur, Sea-
focd, which place is beyoad the limit of the Block-
ade aystem, wh-a (be preveative Water-yoard
scizd 63 tobs and a horse, the smugglers amply
indemnifyiog themselves™hy carrying off 300 half
ankers of spirita in safety. At three o'clock this
morning, another vbmerous gnng‘o( smugglers
marched down to Martello tower, No. 52 oppo-
site the village of Little Commoon, and endeavour-
ed to scize the Blockade sentinel ; but the men
hating received several dreadful blows with the
smuggless’ bats, or sticks, drew forth his pistol,
an. stuot one of his antagonists dead on the spot.
Upon this alarm, the boat made sale from the
Lindy with her whole cargo enboard.  The block-
ad» pacties Basteded 1o lhe apat, and succeeded
io takiog one of (lie smogglers foto costody. al-
thongh he did not bappea to be one of those who
were protided with fircarms. A coach and six,
which was io 4 diting at the back of the beach, to
carry off the codtraband goods, drove off empty,
being stopprd and examined several times beforo
it redebed Pcn-n-u-.y, by ditlerent officers who were
hastening to the assintaace of their companions.—
The sentinel who behaved so gallantly in the de-
feace of his own life, aud in the rxecution of his
duty, now fies ill in bed; iu covtequence of
bruises be received.
