The Court adjourned to Wednesday.

WEDNESDAYy, MARCH G—SECOND DAY.
Serjeant Torrens and tho Assistant-Barrister
took their neats at the uvaoal hour, when
Michael Neale, slias Somers, was put to the
bar, for being sbacut from bis dwelling at the
Commons of Rathkeale,

His Tordship desired that the Prisoner should

hear the ailegations of the witness particularly as
he had oo professionsl person rngaged. i

Thownas James, Policeman, deposed, that he
had entered the house of one Dapaher ; that the
Prisoner answered by the nome of Neale fo the
house, and Somers, out of the houvse; witness
called the roll; Prisoner’s name was not in the
roll.

The Court doors were closing by the officer of
the guard ; but his Lordship requeated them to be
thrown open, that the People shouid sceand hear
what was doing.

Prisoncr was from Knockaderry.

No defence was made by the Prisoner, and he
could give noaccount of his ahsence.—Guilty.

Major Wilcocks observed, that the practice of
putting strangers forward to commit outrages, to
preclide the vatives from bring recognized, was
one of the cunning arts used by the Insurgents,

Joha Mecan, for bheing absent from his dwells
fng. William Smith, peace-officer, took the Pri-
soncr in o state of jucbriety, after the-prescribed
hour.  Jaba O'Brien, for the Defendant. proved
tlio Prisoner, was to have slept there beforo the
fair of Croagh, and was to sleep there on tbe
night of the fuir.—Discharged. On the prisoner’s
being discharged, he thanked the Magistrates,
and named Mr. Biown ; wpon which his Lord-
ship rose indignautly, aod in an cophatic strain

Joha Hickey, for being absent from his hoose.
Richard Condon, Peace-officer, deposed, that be-
tween the houss of uine and ten o'clock, he went
to Prisoner’s house, found him absent, and his
wife at heme ; that on the following morning Pri-
roner came on a car, his person lacesated, and
gare himself np to Mr. Smith.  On his cross-exa-
mination by Mr. Odsll, be said the Prisoner’s
head way cut, ead his clothrs full of mod and
dirt.  For the defeare, John Fitzgerald, farmer,
deposed, that the Prisoner came to his (witness’™s)
house 'supposted by two men, io such a condition
as rendered it impossible for him to procred to
bis home; he was cot, weak, and langoid, and
witness gave him (the Prisoner) an asylom; even
next morning Prisoner was onable to go home ;
it was on witnesy's car he went to Mr. Smith, at
Adare, and glve himself vp.

Mr. Vokes then rosc and said, “1 soppose yoo
took care of the Prisoner. How far from your
boute was poor Petit mordesed 1117

Captaio Smith indigoantly addresred (he wit-
ness. ¢ You would vot afford covering or an
asylom to the onfortanate Petit.”

The Court then restrained the leudableindigna-
tion of the Magistrates and ioterrogat-d.

Court.  Yoa live near Adare 2 Yes, my Lord.

There was a wan killed?2 Yes, I was at home
when he was killed.

Court. Did yoo say you taw bim killed, to
whom did you tell the morder? * § told it to Cap-
(2in Swith that 1 saw bim killed.

Court. Were there many sraw the murder s
well 83 you 2 [ heard a shot io my Lovwe, and
Flooked out and saw three men about deccased,
stroggling with bio ; one of them had & gun.—
Swears ¢ by God™ he (witness) does not know
any of the three murderers, but saw a brown 1id-
ing coat on ove of them.  Witness's wife dragged
bim into the room, and locked him op. What
was doue with Petit’s body ¢ ¢ By God” wit-
aess does mot know, for he and the neigh-
boors werc afraid to asist the decrased.  Witness
gave the decessed no amsistance.  Sent his horse
aod car with the Prisoner, aod swears, from tha
way he was in, he conld not go bome, which was
two miles off.  Petit was murdered aboot a furt-
nightego.

The Magistrates retired vpon Hickey's cane,
and retarned with & verdict of Guilty.

His Lordship then told Prisouer, that the Mae
gistrates deliberated upon his case, not haring a
doubt of his goilt, but the Prisonar was delended
opon atrange principles indeed, by the witne«s
for him ; thero was an noanimous vcrdic\t for his
guilt.

Thomes Driscoll, from the neighbourhood of
Croagh, was put to tho bar for being absent from
his dwelling.

A serjeant of the 424 Highlanders deposed,
that ho bad proceeded with Ms. Mryers Maaansell,
a highly respoctable Magistrate, to the dwetlings
of several pervons ; that oot of a house witness
took the Privoner between 8 aad O o'clock; it
was with difficulty he could get io, but there wasa
crush from the imterior, and the Prisoner was oue
of the party.

It was ruled by the Coort, that it was not ne-
cessary for any person 1o have the depotation of a
Magil(mic io taking a person on the highway,
anfess they entered a dwelliog.

The Prisover’s defence was trifling, but as to
character, was called Samoel Licake, woollen-dra-

per, who kaew the Prisoner many years in the

way of husiness, aud was always an houest good
character ; but on being asked whether many
good charactors were not concerned in the dis-
turbaaces ! ho replied,  there were ten thou-
sand I"

Ceptain Smith was called npon Mr. Qdrll, for
the Prisoner, but he declined to give a charac-
ter ; however, he was absolutely forced, and his
cheracter was, that he knew the Prisoner # to be
a diraffected maa.” * The Prisoner bere cried out
“ Me. Odell, you aave done my job completely.”

Daniel Kilbride, a simple, barmless-looking
Covntryman, was put to the bar, for being ahacnt
from his dwelling. Joseph Lynch, a Policeman,
went to the house of one Carmody, and found
that the Prisouer was a stranger ; it was oight
o'clock at night.  Mr. Moukton, a respectable
country gentleman, knew the Prisoner in the
spring of life, and always knew him to be a peace-
able being ; he possessed the properties of a sim-
pletoa (which the Court recognised)—his bro-
thers were excelleat tenants, aad the Prisoner
occasionally resided with thew, and worked for
others for his aubsistence—the brothers of the
Prisoner were sach good tenants that they paid
up their September rents.

Coort.  Oh ! then, his brothers are guilty of
high treason in this Gounty, by paying their rents,
coutrary to Captain Rock’s orders.

Witness depoacd, that the Prisoner has no cor-
tain placo of residences Tho Prisoner was ac-
quitted, and admonished from the Court to ad-
bere to his brothers' rosidence, or his employers.’

Mr. Lloyd obsceved, that cortainly the Prison-
cr was a simpleton—tho wish of the Court was,
not to try simplctous, but rogues.

pulace.  One of the prisoners took off his bat and
cheered the populace.

There were twenty-four infantry and six caval-
ry in attendance, and the whole had the appaat-
ance of an cxecation.

The Covrt rdjourned at the vsoal hoor:

Serjeant Torrens bas ordered the Clerk of the
Prace to make a daily report of the names of all
Magistrates in attendaace, in order that the ab-
scn tees should be known.
