On Saturday afternoon, the Right tlon. the
[.otd Chief Jastice of the King’s Boenchy and the
Hon, Judge Moete acdived in Clonmel fcom Wa-
t.-rford ; and about half-past three the lattee
opened the Commision in the Crown side of the
County Coutl-house,

The Leacocd Judge then addressed the Jury at
cousiderable length,

The verdict was

He commenced by otierr-
tag that the Catendar of Prisoners for trial at the
prescnt Assizen for thls County formed a striking
coutrast with that when he had recently the ho-
nour to administer justice in that Coart : it was a
happy frature of fast Summer Assizea, that capital
punishment did not appear necessary to be risited
on any individual—hence it was to be hoped that
auch a statc.of things promiscd faronradly for the
public peace; bot he lamented that the List tneo
before him contained charges against many iodi-
viduals of crimes of the wmost atrocious kinds—
which were the more to be deplored on accoant of
maay parts of the South of Ireland being in a
<tate of tumult and diroeder. It appeared to bim,
that the takiog of arma heee, and the compelling
of people to quit their lands, were significant in-
dications that an insarrectionary spirit had mnde
its appearaace in this County ; whether it wasin-
cipient or indigevous, it was not for him to say—
but he cahorted the Gentlemen of the Jury to
unite their otmost cxertions to put it down—he
would not peint out by what means—ha would
abutain from giving any opinion on the measures
ncccsqur); to be tesorted to, in order to restore
tranquillity—perhaps the ordinary tribunals might
be sufficictrt to effect the desirable object; it was
al least their duty to try what the effects of the
common law, and particularly at the present As-
siz~9, wight be—but he called opon them to sup-
presa the evil, either by the ordinary laws, or
those of extraordinary severity, which had been
recently enacted to correct the mischiel of these
and such like combinations against the public
pence,

Iis Lordship avowed he knew that amongst the
