ed to demonstrate how little reliance can be placed
upon a regulation which coutains an absolute pro-
hibition wp to & cettain price, and an unlimited
competition bsyond that price} whirh, so far
from affording stradiocss to our market, may at
onc time reduce prices alecady too low still lower
than theylmight havebren even under afree trade,
anid, at another, vonrcessarily enhance prices al-
reaty tao high; which tends to aggeavate the cvils
of scarcity, and render more sevece the depression
of priccs from aboundance.
