BILL fO AMEND TUE LAWS RELATIVR TO CERTAIN
CASES OF FELONTY.

Mec. . G. BENNET rose to move for leavs to
bring in a Bill to amend the laws agaiust ac-
cessaries before the fact in  certain cases
He regretted that the task which he
bad imposed upon himeel{ had not been onder-
takea by some perion moro competent to perform
itefe -toally. Beiog convinced, however, from his
omn obserrations, as well as from the information
which ho had received, that the existiog laws wese
defective in certain cases which be had iast mea-
tioned, he had thought it bis daty lo-bting the
subject before the House, with the view of pro-
riding a rrmedy.  The House muost be well aware,
tbat in csrtain caves of felony, such as murder,
arton, robbery, and others, the individoals who
were, parhaps, the fastigaters to the crime, bot
did not participate {o ia commission, could re-
crire no other punisbment tbau twelre months’
imprisonment.  He would mention an instance to
the Tlouse, which he tbaught placed the impolicy
of the law in this respectin a <trong point of view.
A jeweller in Arondel-stroet, in the Strand, was
som~ time since rohbed of property to the amovat
of £2000. It appeared that the robbery had beea
planurd by a boy in the employmeat of the jeweller,
nud (here were strong groands for beliaviog that
he even assisted in the fact; but, bacausethere
was no direct proof of that, the Jodges were
obliged to let him escape, with the slight pu-
nishment which the law, as it at present stood,
provided for his offence.  The object of the bill
which he proposed to infroducs was, to invest the
Judges with powee to inflict a beavier ponishment
upon persous who were proved to huve been ac-
cessaries before the fact, in certain cases of felo-
nirs, thau the laws at present permitted. The
Han. Member concluded with maving for leave ta
bring in a bill of the. pature described at tho com«
mencement of hia speech,

l.cave was given to bring in the Bill.

Mr. BENNET then moved for leave to briog
in a bill to amend the Jaw respecting the crime of
maoshiughter.  1le obserred that 12 monthy’ im-
peisonment, which was the punishment usually io-
flicted at the quarler-sessions, upon persons con-
victed of petty larcenics, was all to which the
jodges at present could seatence a person found
guilty of manslaughter, howerer cruel might bave
beeu the circumstances attendiog the commission
of the latter crime. e was of opinlon that the
Judges should be empowered to award the pu-
nishment of 14 years’ traosportation in sggeavated
casesof manslaughter ; and tho object of this bill
was to give them that power. ‘The llonourable
Geatleman referred Lo the case of the maa who
was thrown feom a window in Charles-street,
Druary-lane, and died in consequence of the inja-
rien he ceceived, aftar Jiving sereral wecks in
great agony. It was much to he regretted that
the parties concerned in tbat transaction, who
were found guilty of maustavghter, could receive
wo greater punishment than 12 montbs' imprison-
ment.  The Hon. Membee concluded by mosing
for leave (o Doing In the bl
My, C. WYNN was of opinion, that no part of
the law required mote amendwment than that
which mauslavghter.  Under the
ticad of Mauslaughter, cases mast widely differ-
ing in the degrees of criminelity were compre-
hended. A mere accidental blow in a scuffle, if
it occnsioned deathy wan consideced manslaoghter,
and the diliberate kithug of au olficer o the exe-
cutive of a warraut, if the instrument was in any
dezree informal, was sto greater  crime. These
two things were considered in the eye of the lnw
