We sonounced yesterday the arrival of advices
from Constantinople of the 111k of last month,
stating, that another jrint Note had been presrut.
ed to the Divan on the preceding day by Lord
Strangford and the Adstrian Internuncio.

It is »lready knowo that the Note delirered by
the Divan to the Ministcrs of the two Powers,
thougd communicated ta their respective Courte,
bat not been officially made kuowu to the Lmpe.
ror of Russla. The Coort of Vienna refosed fo
present it formally to M. Tatischefl, who had beea
sent to Vieanas, to receire coch communications as
the medisting Powers thought proper to submit to
bim, and alo with iustroctions, which permitted
him to modifly some of those demunds which had
bern pressed by Rossia. The rejection of the
Russisn wllimalum was not, we repeat, communi-
cated to M. Tatischeff officially, thoogh he could
not remain ignorant of its contents, It was Je-
termined to make another effort 1o prevent the za-
lawity of war; fory in the conclodiog part of the
Torkish Note of the 28th of Febroary, the Divan
bad oot, it was iwagined, shat the door altoge.
ther sgainst further overtare or vegociation; it
had merely stated, that it was vot for the Porte to
send negoclatorsto the frontlers to negociate peace,
for she was not at war with Rascla, notwithstand-
ing allthe provacations she had reccived, though
sbe was prepared to repel hostilities il they were
bogun by Remia. Accordingly, oo the 10th olt.,
Lord Strangford and the Austrina Joternoncio pre-
souted another Note; avd, It Is reported, that
fhese representations wereaccompanied by a Note
from the French Mivister, M. Latour Maubourg,
who earnestly invited the Torkishb Gore:nment vot
to rekindle those flames of war which had raged
solong, aod which had been so reccotly extin-
goished. The joint Note préssed, in the strong-
est manner, tbe withdrawing the Ottoman troops
from Wallachis and Moldavis ; a measare which,
withoot compromlsing the dignity, orendangering
tbe secority, of the Tarkish Government, would
be cousidered a3 proof of ity wish to remain at
prace. [leport adds, that the wmediating Powers
pledzed themaelves that no advantage shoold be
taken of such a measure by the Ruoscian troops on
the eastrn hank of the Pruth. This Note was
delivered on the 10th, and the Divau bad con-
sented to take it into conviderution, which was
viowed ag some indication of s less hostile spirit
thao that which had dictated the Note by which
the Rassian ullimalum had Deen rejected, {dated,
s our readers may recollect, almost immediately
after the arrival of the hesd and treasures of Ali
Pacha). Couriers were fortbwith seot off to the
Austrisn Government with despatches, stating,
that another door, it was thought, had been open-
ed to negoctatjon, wocd that bopes were agatn ijn-

.dulged that the peace of Europe might yet bo pre-

served.

Such Is the sitantion in which affalrs were left
at the date of the_Iast despatches. Nothing of a
more hostile . character had been undertak~o by
the Turks, in the Interval that bad occorred since
thre delivery of the Note of the 28th of Febenary.

Whers so much depends upoo the Turkish Go-
vernment, it is not possible for any mau to come
to'a deciside conclusion, or to prounounce cven a
strong opinion. But very little sagacity is neces-
sary to enable sny man to state, that it is not foc
the well-onderstood interest of any of the other
Powers, not even of Ransin, to provoke s war at
present. That it must be the wish of Great Bri.
tain and France tbat Tarkey should remaia in
slatu quo, or nearly so, we necd not arguo : and
perbaps there neaver was a time in which the inte-
resis of those Powers were more combined, or io
which a betterundertanding sobsisted between the
two Gorvernments. That itis, «a fortiori, the jn.
terest of Acstils, 13 equally evident—she can bard.
ly, we apprehend, desire Wallachia and Moldaria
to change masters.— Couricr.

Latters and Papers have heen received this
noroing from Frankfort and Vienas. From the
latter the datesare ‘to the 4th inst. Ttis stated ia
them, that intelligence bad arrived from the Turk-
isb frontiers that the Rossian forces had been

Alicia Shelton, examined.—1Is  dauvghter of
Johu Sheltoun ; tives at Rossmore ; recollects the
9th of February @ sl never forget it her bro-
thee Charles and rister Susan were in the bause
alsa; a lacgo party surcounded the house about
two or three o'clock in the worning; the family
were all in bed ; the Joor was broken in, and a
great number of persous camc into the Kitchen.
Witacss got up and went to the kitchen, whera
thic saw a great namber of persoos; the oight
was very Hght, indeed, Lat there were no can-
dley lighting whea sho weat dowo ; wituvess
asked them what they wanted ; they called atond
for her brother Cbarles to go with theth te- Cos-
tetawn-Coayers, for a basket of ammunition
which they said was carried there the day belore
from Rosamoce-house.

Witness then called out for the Captaia ; hione
aunswereG ; was much distracted at all of them
pulling her Qrother, aud endeavouriog to get bim
outof the bouse. Witaess theo weot to the back-
yard, sud saw a ran standiog necar the back-
door; conjectured that be was the Captain ; bad
sufficient light to distingaish his dresy ; ho wore
a large coat, aud bhad a leather cap lined with
fur, tied uodec his chio; be bad a long gun lo bis
hand. Witness said to bim, ** 1 kaow you sra
the Captain, and woo't you save my brother;"”
he made noreply, snd stood still ; witacas [ell on

Mr. TIERNEY said, he had a Petition to pre-

sent from several Landholders of the ueighbour.
hood of Maidenhend, in Beckshire, complaining
of Agricultural Distress, sudattributing that dis.
tress in part to the wantof & mu ket for barley,
cccasioned by the monopoly of the public houses
ha the dands of brewers. In fait, the Petition.
crs eotertained the suspiciva that the brewery
beer was not made of *malt atall. (. laugh }—
Ile did mot meution thisas a subject of ridicule—
for the Petitionerr, he was enabled tostate from
bis inquities of Gentlemen of that n-ighbourbooed,
were phrsony of the highest respectsbility, and
stiietly entitled to the attention of that IHupse.
The Petitioncrs complained that licences were
now graoted, not to the mao, butfo the pastico-
lar sign or bouse ; and that these houses becoming
the proprrty of the brewers, & monopoly, which
it was impossible to bdreak through, was< establish.
td in the sale of beer. [f, as the Petitioners
recommended, the licenses were granted to pro-
per men, who could transfer them to any houses
they choso to reside in, 8 free competition would
take place in the sale of berr, which must beneft
vot only the cousumer, but the grower of bar-
ley. He recommended the DPelition to serious
attention. :

Mr. W WYNN thooght that the giving li-
xenses to persons instead of bouvses would be nt-
tended with mischief. It was part of & Magis-
frate’s duty to say where & public-house should
be, o1 well as who shouold keepit. If licenses
were made personal, the bolders might remore
their residcocen at pleasure, and so two or theee
public-bouses might cowe to be situate neat door,
~or close to one another.

The petition was then read. It complained of
the great staghation of agricultural trade, snd
stated that the market for barley (the chief pro.
duce of the Petitioners® part of the Country) was
Injured by the public-houses in that vicinity bes
log monopolized by brewers.  From the bad qoa-
fity of the beer, the Petitionera apprehended that
too little was consumed, and in the making of
that little too small a proportion of malt was em-
ployed. Alfree trsde in bees, which permitted
‘any individaal to sell it, vpon payment of the
taxes and duties, would b-nefit (the petitioners
vooceived) not only the agricoltural intecest, bat
the Poblic at large.  Under such a system, the
reduction of one shilling per bushel upon malt
would become 8 vslnable boon, and the ale or
beer now selling in Loodon at 01 and 1s. per

ﬂ;‘mlzlﬁ'b(?’rln"cd aT hall that price.

‘Mr. TIERNEY sald, that when be recom-
wended the Petitlon to the cousideration of the
‘Hoouse, hedid not use words of course; he un-
derstood from persons acquuinted with the Coun-
Aty of Berks, that the signatures toit were most
respeciable, =nd that™ proceeded frotm such per-
Tons as wrre well worthy of attention,

Mr. GRENFELIL. apprehended that the Hon.
Gent. opputite (Mr. Wynn) misconceived the oh-
ject of {he petition. The intention was, not to
joterfere with the discretion of the Magistracy in
licensing, Lot to put the licenses into the hands
of individaals, idstead of aflixing them to build-
fngs.

M:. WYNN esplained, and repeated his ob-

Sir R. WILSON doobted whether any licen-
ses ought 10 be granted to houses which were in
the occupation of brewers, that was,
houses as were the property of brewers,

Mc. BENNET trusted that the House would
not run away with so important a guestion. A

proposition (that of Sir R. Wiliou™) which pul

millions of propesty in jeopardy, ought notto be
looked at hastily.  While he was upon his legs,
he would mention, rather than give notice, that
he ioteoded, if be could find time in the present
§ear, to bring in a bill for changing nnd recasting
the lawsrelative to the Liccasing aud to the Regu-
lation of Public [louses. The subject, he was
sure; was w_tl worthy the attentlon of the Ligis.
lature ; and il he was enabled to pasy a bill, which
in another place had beea thrown out, he antici-
pited the most valenble results to the community.

M. BROUGIHAM was extremely happy to
hear of his Hon. Fiiend’s iutention to revive the
bill of which he had spoken.  The particolar pro-
vislons of that bill he (Mr. Brougham) did not re-
collect; but he fully agreed that the laws of the
liccusing aystem were in the most lamentable ueed
of a revision.
