Baronet who made the motion. He felt it there.
fore necessary te claim theindolgence of the House,
while he msde somn ohservations on what hed
fallen from the Right Hon. Baroaet, whose rxam.
ple bo would follow in not trespassing long upon
their timé.  With respect to the question itself,
he belirved ke shoold not crr insteting the ohjoct
of the Right Hon. Morer, as well a9 the view of
tbe [louse, to be, that the motion shoold rather
promote & discatsion on the sffsirn of licland,
thdin that the Address itsell shoold be carrietl. It
was pot necessary to spend mach time on the facts
on which the srguments were founded. Nobody
was ignorant of the unfortonate and lamentable
distorbances which kad occurred in Ireland; onor
need he deell ppon the wise mensore of Parlia-
ment by grsuting extraordioary powerr to the Bx-
ecative for their suppression, whirh powers, he
dassore the 1Inace, were exerci-ed, as the Rt

on. Baronet seemed to allow, with moderation,
sad not withoot firmness. Ile coold also sscare
the House that Government was disposed to in-
quire fato the nature of the ryite. 1= would alwo
admit thet those extraordinary mensores were not
to be the rale of Gorrrnment, They had the
bigher duty to perform of atcertaining the real
grovnd of tbe disorders and their remedy ; bot be
could not go the length of the resolotions, and al-
Jow that whatever measures were necessasy o ef-
fect a permanent core of those evily, the present
was the time for entertainlog such » proposition,
It did oot sppear to him that the Hoose ooght to
sdopt the Resolotlons, evzn if they were lo every
part troe.  This was not Parliamentary practice.
If be gave to the motion the simple meaning which
tbe mords cooveyed, it was foran Address In-
strocting the Crown in the duties of Goveroment.
It wasno great compliment to the Government of
Treland that such instraction was necessary. It
was- o tompliment to them to yuppose that
they were so destitote of knowledge as 1o be
told that It was not only necessary to gunish crime,
but to seek out the caose. DBut the motion went
somewhat further. Erery one must know that
the object of such Resolutions was to prove that s
Goverament so adsised by the Housr, was sap-
poted to have hitherto neglrcted the performance
of its doties. He most positively deny that the
present Government of Ireland were st all fiable
to the impotstion which the motion of the Right
Hon. Baronet was calcutated to cast upon them.
If that Government had been long employed in
the administration of Frish Affairc—if they had had
a full period for the considerstion of all the tnpics
which the Right flon. Baronet had mentioned,
and of many others which it was necessary to coa-
tider, then, indeed, he would .a/lmit that there
‘might be some greand for doubting eitber thele

vestigation which was imperatirely demanded of
them. Bot he begged leave to impress upon the
House, the short period which the artual Go-
varnmeot of [reland hed been in power.  They
bad been 1o the ex¥rciss of tlielr avthority for
little wore than three months, snd they were now
called upon at once (o remedy the evils of cento-
ries, or to submit to the censare conveyed io nach
an address as that proposed by the Right Hon. Ba.
rooet. Such a course was not one calculated to
‘snimate the Ivish Government iv their exertions.—
Let it alio be remembered, that the (uestion
which tbe present Government of Ireland were
ca led upon so suddealy to decide was our involv-
ing the permanent tuterests of that Coontry, that
it was one with which all preceding Governments
bad found it impracticable to deal; that it was
one which, accordingto the Right flon. Baronet's
own acknowledgment, was replete with intricacy
end difficalty. That intricacy and that diflicoity
bad indeed been abundaatly evincedt'in tBe fruit-
less attcation which former Governments had bes-
towed on the subject, and in the very slow ateps
which bad beeo taken by those Governments to-
wards the removal of the evils, the existence of
which was on sll svides acknowledged. Ju thut
view of the subject, he woold therefore sgsiv ap-
peal to the House whether or not the present Go-
veroment, which bad ot been in powe: for more
than three months, or rather for more thav seven
weeks (for that bad been the actual duration of
their authority), could be expected at once to re-
medy evils, the cure of which former Governments
with equal anxiety, and with considerable dhi-
geuce, had, doring the long period of their exirt-
eoce, found it difficull, and, indeed, impossible
to accomplish. Bat if this wors not considered a
sofficiont soawer to the Rt.

Thero was, with respect to land, as with sespect to
tithes,the intervention of a third perion, whosc sgco-
cy bad the eflect of enbsuclog \he cbarge to thoso
who had to pay, & dimialiblog the proce-ds to those
who bed to receive. Parliameat, therelore,
wauld do well to recollect that the same practice
existed with reference to otber property as with re-
fercace to tithes, mad to pause before they com-
menced 8 course of cbange which, in its progress,
mightinrolve the Countsy in conlusion greater than
any that bad cxisted at any forwer poriod. He had
felt it bis doty to make those general observations
vpon s subject, tbe difficolties aod embarrassmeats
of which were very semsibly felt by the Government
of Ireland ; bat be must aiso say, that he did aot
consider the questioo of tithes to form aoy mate-
rlal cause of the existing disturbunces iu Ircland.

SHIP NEIVS.
THF LATF SHIPWRECRS NEAR HOOR LIGAT IIOUSE.

The following Letter, with which we have heen
favoured by Mr. Keonedy, Preventive Survevor on
the Coust. contaius some pacticulars of paiaful inte-
reat on this melancholy subject: ~

To the Editor of the Waterford Chronicle.

Syn—Permit me to correct an inaccuracy io the
information given by Mr. Samogs Eruy, jun in his
letter from Slade, 34 instaat, which appeared in the
Chronicle of the 23th. The muter’s name of the
barque Bather, weecked neac Hook Tower on Sun-
day night, 21at, was Wienian Covsngn, nol Gar-
spren s and none of the nine hodiea which were al
that time found and brought to Mr. Barex's, of
Slade, wera nacertained to belong to the Packet's
crew. The sailors who wore saved from the wreck
of the Esther, beture the dead bodics were pul into
the coffina for interment, acknowledged in my pre-
senee, on theie heing examined, that five of them at
least belongad 'o their crew, viz :

Jumes Armstrong, First Mate.

John Mitchell, Second Matc.
