" Crayere, Muller, Steller, .Fisber, Krasiluicoff,

Krmchenicul, and others 2 and the first chart of

theso countries which is known was the resolt of
their labours, published in 1788. Besides the
sirait wlich bears the name of the chief of this
expedition, he discovered e great part of the is-
Iands whicb are foand between the two conlinents.
Cape or Mount St. Blias, which still bears this
name vpon sl the charts, was so called by. Captaio

Bebring, who discovered it on the day of the feast

of thig saint ; sod his second, Captain Tcbiricofl,

pushed his discoveries as far as the 49th degree of
north latitode,

The first private expeditions ondertaken vpon
the nortb-west coast of America go back as far as

the year 1743,

Ja 1763 the Russian establishments had ulrndyb

extended as far as the island of Kodiak (or Kich-
tak.) In 1778, Cook found them at Ounalash-
ka, and some Roamisn inscriptions at Kodiak.—
"Vancoover saw the Rossian establishment in the
bay of Kioal. In fino, Captain Mirs, Portlock,
La Peyrouse, unanimoualy attest the existence of
Russian Establishments in these latitades.

It the Imperial Government had, at the time,
published the discoveries made by the Russian na-
vigators after Behring “and Tehiricoff, viz. Cblo-
diloff, Sercbreanicoff, Krassilnicoff, Paycoff, Poush.-
careff, Lozerell, Medwedefl, Solowicll, Lewash.
eff, Kremtsin, and others, no anc could refuse to
Russia the right of first discovery, nor could cven
any ond deny her that of first occupation.

Morcover, when D. Jose Martinez was sent in
1780 by the Court af Madrid, to form an estab.
lishment in Vaacouver’s lsland, and to remove
foreigners from thence, ander the prétext that all
that coast belonged to Spain, he gave not the least
distorbance to the-Russian colonies and navigators.
Yet the Spanish Government wss not ignorant of
thelr existence, for this very Martinez had visited
them the year before. The report which Captain
Malespina made of the resolts of his voyage,
proves that the Spaniards very well knew of the

*Rossian colonles; and in this very report it is
seen that the Court of Madsid acknowledged that
its posaessions upon the coast of the Pacifi- Ocean
ought not to extend to the north of Cape Blanc,
taken from the point of Trinity, situated onder
42 deg. 50 min, of north lat.

When, in 1789, the Emperor Paul 1. granted
to the present American Compaoy its first char-
ter, he gave it thn exclusive ‘possession of the
north- west comt of America, which belonged to
Russia, from the 55th degree of north latitude to
Bebriog™s Straits.

and immemorial osage smoog ustions—that is,
opon the title of first discovery ; upbn the title of
first occupation ; snd, iothe last place, upon that
which results from a peaceable and uocontested

coasequently, sevenl years anterior to that when
the United States took their place smoag inde-
peadent nations.

Itis moreover evident, that, il the right to the
possession of a certain extent of the north.west

Waskington, 1819, (sud I believe it woold be
difficalt to make good any other title,) this treaty
could aot confer upon the American Government
any right of claim against the limits assigned to the
Ronian possessions upon the same coast, be-
cause Spalo berself hind uever pretended to sucha
right.

The Imperial Government, in astigning for Ii.
mits to the Rossian possessions on the north-west
coast of America, on the one side Behring's
Strait, and oo the other, the 51st degree of vorth
latitude, baf only made s modcrate usc of an in-
contestable right, since the Ruowuian narvigators,
who were the first to explore that part of the
Awmerican continent in 1741, pushed their disco-
very 8y far as the 40th degree of north latitade.
The 51st degree, therefore, is no more than a
mean poiot between the Russian establishment of

sod the American colony 8t the mouth of the Co-
lembis, which is fouod under tho 46th degree of
the same Iatitede.
All these considerations onited have concurred
in inspiring the Imperial Gorernment with an en-
tirc conviction that, in the last arrangemecuts
sdopted in Rossia relative to ber possessions on
the north-west coast, the logitimate right of no
foreign Power has been infriozed. ln this con.
viction, the Emperor, my avgust sovcreign, has
judged that his good right, and the nbligation
imposed by Providence upon him to protect, with
all bis powes, the interests of his subj-cts, suffici-
ently juctified the measores last taken hy his Lo
perial Majesty in favour of the Russian Ameri-
can Compaoy, nithout its being necassary to clothe
them with the sanction of treaties.
I shall be more soccinct, Sir, in the exporition
of the motives which detesrmined the Imperlal Go-
vernment to prohibit foreign vesscls from spproach-
ing the north-west coast of America belonging to
Russia, within the distance of at least 100 Itafian
miles. This measore, howerver severe it may at
first view appear, is aflter all but a measure of
prevention. It is cxclusively directed agaiost
the culpable enterprises of forcign adventurers,
who, not content with exercising opou the coasts
abovementioned an iilicit trade, vecy prejudicial
to the rights reserved entirely to the Russian Ame.
tican Company, take apoa them besides to fur-
nish arms and ammunitios to the natires in the
Russian possessions in America, oxciting them,
likewisre, in cvcry maaner, to resistance ond se-
valt ngainat the aathoritics there established,
The American (GGovernment, doubtless, recol-
lects, thac the regular conduct of these adreotur-
ors, the nmjority of whom was compesed of Ame-
rican citizens, has been the object of the most
pressing cemonstrances on the part of Rassis, to
the Federal Goverument, from the time that di-
plomatic missions were crganized between the two
Countries.

- Deparimeal of STate, Washingran, WRreiv 300 -
Sin—I have had the honour of receiviog yoor
letter of the 25th ult., whick has beea submit-
ted to the consideration of the Presideut of the
Uuited States.

From the deduction which it containa of the
grounds upoo which tha articles of regulation of
the Rosttan American Company bave now, for
the first time, extended the claim of Russia on the
notth-west coast of America to the 51st degree of
north latitode, its only foondatien appears to be
the existence of the small sc .'ement of Nov Asch-
angelik, sitoated, not ov the American continent
bat upaa a small istand in lat. 57.  And the prin-
ciple upon which yoa state that thisciaim is now
advanced iv, that the 51st degree is equi-dictant
from the scttlement of Nov Archanget sk and the
eatablishment of the United States at the mouth
of Columbia rirer.  DBot from the same state-
.ment it appears, that in the year 1799, the li-
mils prescribed by Lhe Emperor Paul to the Hasi-
an American Company were fixed at the 55th de-
gree of latitnde ; and that, iv assuming now the
latituie of 51, a new pretension is asserted, to
which no settement made singe the year 1790 has
giventhe culour of u sanction.

This pretension i+ to be considered, not only
with refcrence to the question of territorial right,
but also to that prohibition to the vessels of other
nations, including those of the United States, to
approach within 100 [talian miles of the coasts,
From the petiod of tha existeacn of tho United
States as an indepeadent Nation, their vessols
have freely navigated those seas, and the right
to navigate them is a part of that independence.

Washington, March 21 (April @), 1899,
Stu—T had tbe houour yesterday to receive the
letter which you were pleased to address to me
dated the 30th of March lasty, N.S.; and not be:
ing authorised to continve the discossion to which
it refers, I Bud myscll under the necessity of taking
the contents of that letter ad referendum, reserving
myvell to commooicate it to my Government ag
soon as possible.
[o the meantime I sball take the liberty of sob.
mitting to your cousideration some observations
which have been suggested to me by certain pas-
sages in your letter, which require particalar nod
tice.
In the first official letter, which I had the hoa
vour of addressing to you, dated the 16th (281h)
February last, 1 thooght [ bad succeededinclear.
ly demonsteating that the rights of Russia to the
possession of u certain extent of the north.west
coast of America, as far as these rights cao be ren.
dered legitimate by the first discovery, the fnst
occupation, and a possession not contested for
more than bhall a centary ; that theserights, I say,
go back to times considerably caclier than the
reign of the Emperor Paol .
Wheo this Sovereign granted, in 1799, to the
Russiaa American Society its first Chbacter of ln-
corporation, there had never been a guestion
about abandoning to that Company the right of
soveroignty orver one determioate portion of the
north-west coast of America in all its pleoitudc.
The question was purcely and simply of conceding
to the said Company a part of the sovercignty, or
rather certaio exclusire privileges of commerce ;
and it is in this view that the Acts of 1799, to
which you refer, Sir, fixed the limits of the ope-
1atious of the Russian American Company.

The rights of sovoreignty belooging to Russia,

could loose nothing of their local extent in conse-
quence of the concessions made to that Company
in the reign of the Emperor Paul. That theso
rights extended, in the opinion of the Imperial
Gorvernment, farther south tban the 55th degree
of Istitude, appears evideot from the stroctare of
the 31 articlo of the Act of lacorporation, which
authorises the Company to form establishments
south of the 55th degreo of north latitude.
Buat, what will dispcl even the shadow of doabt
in this regard is, tho muthentic fact, that,in 1739,
the Spanish packet, St. Cbarles, commanded by
Captain Haro, found in the latitade 48 and .49,
Russian entablishments to the oumber of eighe,
consisting io the whole of 20 families, and 462 in-
dividuals. These were the decendaats of the
companions of Captdin Tchiricoff, who were sop-
posed till then to have perished. '

With such titles justifying the rights claimed by
Russia, you yoursclf, Sir, will agree that it js
perfectly immaterial whether the Russiaa estab-
lishmeat at Nov Archangelsk be small or large.
[{ the right of trrritorial possessions were mea-
sured according to the dimensions of the points
occopicd, what would become of those of the
United States upon a very considerable extent of
the same north-west coast? for the only Ameri-
can establishment ever yot known is certoinly
rery ioferior iu stability to that of Russia at Nov
Archaogelsk,

Ju the same manaer the great cxtentof the Pa-
cific Ocean, at the Dlst degree of latitude, can-
wol juvalidato the right which Russia may have
ol conridering that part of the occau ay close.—
But, as the Lmperial Government bas not thought
fit to take adrantaze of that right, all further dis-
cussion on this subject would be idie.

As foc the right claimed for the citizena of the
(Juited States of trading with the natives of the
country of the north-west coast of America, with-
out the limits of the jurisdiction belanging to flus-
sin, the Imperial Gorernment will not ecertaialy
think of Limiting it, aud still less of attacking it
theee.  But 1 caonot dissemble, Sir, that this
same trade boyond the Hlat degree will mect with
difficalties andinconveniences for which the Ame-
rican owners will only have to accuse their own
imprudence, after the pablicity which has been
given to tho measures takea by the Loperiat Go-
vernmeut for maintainiog the rights of the RRussian
American Company iu their absolute integrity.

1 shall not finish this letter without repeating
to you, Sir, the very posilive assurance which I
have already had the honour once of expressing
ta you, that in ecvery case where the American
(- vernment sholl judge it nccessary to make ex-
planations to that of the Emperor, the President
of the United States may rest assured that these
explanations will be always attended to by the
impecor, my august Sovereign, with the most
fricudly and conscquently the most coaciliatory
Bo pleased to accept, Sir, the as-
surance of my high consideration.
