PEVERELIL OF THE PEAK.

 From the Literary Gazclle )

This titie bas bren antovnced in the Edinburgh
Magszines as thatof the Novel which is to soc.
ceed The Fortunes of Nigel, by the Aathor of
$Vaverley. ludoced by this advertisement to look
into the carly annals of the House of Peverell, we
shalt digest our research into a shortsketch, which,
we trust, will dat be vnaccrptuble ta our friends.

In Peget’s Bibdiotheca Topographica Dritanni-
ca, (No. XXXII.) the twin casties of Bolsover
and Peak, in the county ol l)nby. are described.
Bolsaver was probably crected by William Peverelt,
the natoral son of William the Conqueror, end a
Normaa baron of groat trust end power, who lived
till the seveuth year of the reign of Stephen, A. n.
1142. This fortrem, in conjunction with Peak

:Castle, sofficed to overawe and keep in order the
-whole northera parts of the County. William Pe-
verell, the son of the sbove, in 1153, poironed
Ranulph Eail of Chester, for which foul act his
estates and emplogments were forfeited to the
Crown. It appears from the sherifl’s accounts to
Henry IT, thet a part of the ciiminal's demesnes
continued under this forfeitore for many years,
though another past went to bis daughter. (lre-
land’s Collectan. and Duogdale’s Bar. chicfly the
‘latter.) Richard L. gave the castles of Pecci and
Dolsoveres to his brother John, the former being
considered as almost impregnable; nnd consequent.
Iy of moch importance in those reatless times.—
Peak passed ioto the hands of the Neviils; and
Mr. Pegge says concerning it—

w-- % Mr. King calis it Cdstleton, bot very im.
-properly, as this is the name of the adjacent vil-
lage bolding of it, and denominated from it, qoasi
Castla-Town. The true designation of the for.
tress iv Peak-Castle, with some small variations
jn the ortography. Mr. King says, ¢ there is not
even any tradition preserved of the first building
of Castleton,” mcaning this zastle ; but Mr. Bray,
on the contrary, wiites, ¢ Tradition says that this
castle was boilt by William Peverell, natural sou
of the Conqueror, who once spent a Cbristmas
here.’ The latier circumstance may be doubtful,
but the erection of the fabric by Peverell can
scarcely he questioned, when we reflect what
weight of evidence there is to substantiate the tra-
Gition. The ground or site of the castle belonged
to Peverell; for amongst bis lands in Domesday,
we tead, -

Terra’in Pechefers Castelli Willi Peurel tenuer' Gerne-
bern’ Hundine,

Wheuce it appears farther that the castle was not
only then exisling, and covsequently older then
that at Bolsover, but actually was the property of
William Peverell, as both Camden and Dogdalo |

declare it to have been. Tt was secordingly some-
times termed Castle Pevercll.”®

¢ Mr. King cites an ancient MS. in the college
of Manchester, which states, according to him,
s that in this castle William de Perverell, natural
son of William the Conqueror, had bis revidence,
snd kepthis court; and thet he had slvo another
babitation, connected with this, st Broogh (or
Borgh) ncar Castleton 5 from whence was an an-
cient tosd to Boxton, called lang before his time
DBatham-gate, or the gate leading to the Bath'—
The inference Mr. King draws from this otd ac-
coont is, ¢ that here was & sery considerable for-
tress, the dwellirg of some ancicat chief, and his
train (for whose vie such a Toad wes made,) long
before the Conquest; and that even William de
Peverell found thesmallness of this tomer inconres
nient; ro far was he from having built 1t

It s highly credible, that in ancient times,
long before William Peverell ratsed bis strouctore,
there bad existed a fortification at this place, and
that Perercll in his erection made uie of the roing
thereof.  This is inferred from some fragmente of
bricks, which I saw there, enno 1761
deed 1 have Mr. King vrery clearly concurring with
me in this sentiment, thoogh he seems inclined to
think the old ante-normanic work rather of Saxon
than Roman coonstraction.  Thé sitvation, it most
be allowed, is such, as to induce lnvaders of every
nation to,plant a hold upon it.”

MR.OREEN'S ASCENT FRON CHELTENHAM.
On  Toarsday afternoon, at balf-past three
o'clock, Mr. Green, the mennaut, with a gena
tleman named Grilth, of Tae Cheltenham Chros
nicle, made an ascent with a large and very bean.
tiful balloen, from a yard at the back of the Lon-
don hotel, amidst & morc nomeroos awemblage of
nobility. grntry, aud fashionabler, then was cver
witnessed in this place on any former occasion,
At half.past three o'clock the gentlemen enter-
ed the cac which was of most costly and elegant
structure, o gift to the wronaut by Colonel Red-
dell, of this place, apparently in high spirits ;
they both displayed the atmost coolness and in-
trepidity, and haviog attached the cords, they
bade adicu to their friends, when, at the modient
remored to the facther end of the
groond to windward, it was discovered that some
most wicked perton hed cut one of the cords that
suspeoded it from the net work. Mr. Grern,
seith the greatest promptitude, ordered every per.
son to leave the car, and when urged to have the
cord sepaired, said, * "Il not hazard the cutting
of nnothercord—1 do not depend upon one line
only~—anloose the ropes.” The cards were loosen-
cd immediately, nod the balloon ascended in the
mest majestic manner, amidst the plendits of
thousands. The voyagers remained in sight op-
wards of twenty minutes, and tha greatest delight
an d satisfaction was cxpresved by every behold-
er ! bot onfortonately the descent was attend~d
When within
a little more than a mile and a hsll of Salperton,
they determined to descend—the cer being at that
time only held by one side of the balloon. Their
