ward, and cot her right through the stern, the
sails being twined roand the paddles, and nshe

&t the coroer of Picardy Place, where thw cere.
mony of preseuting the keys of the City took
_place, and h-re his Majesty appesred with peca-
lior advactage-—the scene was indeed of the most
gratifeing description, surroooded as he was by
81l classes of his subjects, auxinus (0 ree and tes-
tily their regard for their Sovereign.  The hooses
at this point form a kindof serrated amphitheatre,
moatly occupied by persons of & spperior station In
4ifé, every window from which 8 virw could be
had was crowded with sorctators, principaily la.
_ dhes, who waved their handkerchirts, whilst the
gentlemen in like manner waved thewr hats in
token of respect for thelr Monarch.

In passing along York Place and St. Andrew’s
Square, his Mujnsty receired the same joyons
shouts and. demonstrations of a hesrty welcome,
and, as we uoderstand, expresscd himsell highly
gratied with the dploidid sppearance of the city,
which however was cather injured then improved
by the preparations now making for the illomina.
tion, & display extremely ill suited for a daylight
scens. Notwithstanding this howevor his Majes-
ty on viewing the buildings on the Regent Bridge,
exclaimed ** how soperb,” an expression which
was certainly most happily spplied.
