Regulations (directed by order ) to be cbserved
by Regimental Officers, on their Appointment,

Reqoval, Exchange, or Promolion. .

Officers, on being newly appolnted to Commis-
sions 1 the Army, are to join their Regiments or
depots within two months from the dates of their
appointments, oc at such period as may bo directed
by the Adjotant-General. )

The pay of QOfficers newly nppninlcd, who {ail
to ioin within two months from the dates of their
appointmeats, onto comply with the directions they
receive from the Adjutant-General, is to be stop-
ped ; and if thelr absence is not speedily and se-
tisfactorily accouvoted for, their sppointments will
be cancellet),

Officers who exchange, or are removed from one
Regiment to snother; or obtain promolion in tno-
ther corps ; or are appointed from the half-pay,
are to have recovrse to the readiest means of join-
fog the Reximent or depots to which they are ap-

‘pointed or removed. 1t is expected that few cases
can occur where an Officer, selected fromthe half-
pay, shall not be prepared to join immediately on
Ippuinlmfnt.

In all cases where Officers do not join their Re-
gloents, or depots, within two months from the
date of thelr appointment, removal, exchange, or
promotion, their Regimental Pay is to be with-
beld (av directed in the fifth asticle of sixth sec-
tion of the Articles of War,) votil a satisfactory
~explanation shall have bern giveo, through the
‘Commandiog Officers of their respective Regimrnts
or Depots, as 1o the cawvse of their delay iuv joine
ing, aud s notification of the same shall base bren
made by the Acjutant-General to the Secretary at
War.

Officers who are newly appoioted to commis-
‘sionr, or from tbe hall-psy,or who are exchaoged
oc promoted to other corps, may be reported in
the Regimentsl Returns io the colomn of « Offi-
cers sbeent with Leave,” for two months from
the dates of theirsppoiotments, removal, exchbange,
or promotion,

This authorily is not, however, to prevent such
Officers from haviog recourse to the rendiest
means of joining their Regiments or depots, as
before directedy nor to he construed ay a cight of
leave of ahyence to be claimed by them ; noris it
to iuterfere with any orcers which Commanding
Odicers of Regiments or depots may, onder par.
ticolar circomstances, deem it necessary to trans-
a1, requiring such Officers to join forthwith, or
at any specific period within the tso months.

The period of two months is allowed to Officers
wonder the above circomstances, to enable them to
provide themselves with the necessary equipmeats,
god tojuin their Regiments or d-pots In soy part
of the United Kingdom; and the sothority for
their being considered onlcave, doring that period,
1s to provent any difficulty asising In the issve of
their regimental pay on their joining their respec-
tive Regiments or depois.

Io the event of an Officer failing to join by the
‘expiration of txo months, he i« to be reported in
tbe subsequent Regimental Returns, s Absent
without leave,” frnm the date of bis appointment,
‘exchange, removal, or promotion, and a special
seport of his absence is to be transmitted to the
Adjutant-General, at the end of the following, or
third month alter the date of appointment, &c,
fo order that, if no satisfactory account can be ob-
tained as to the cause of bis abscuce, bis appoint-
‘ment may be cancelled.

Officers, on joining their Regiments or depoats,
are to report themselves personally to the Com-
manding Officers, aud arc ahio to give notice of

their arrival, either personally or in writing, to
the Adjutant. The same rule i« to be abserved oo
an Officer joining any garrisou or military station.

ORDENS

AESPECTING THE ROYAL VETERAN DATTALIONS.
When Peteran Battalions are formed, they are
futrnded exclusively for the rrception of merifo-
sious noldiers, who, from wounds, sge, or infie-
mity, are become uncqual to the more active dutcs
of the Line.

2. A state.nent of their accounts, according to the
forn prescribed, shewing the peirod (o which each
man has been paid—the period for which he has re-
ceived clothing—the nature of theclaims of any man
which remain unseitied, statiog the cause which
- prevents the settlement of them—aud a list of the ne-
cessaries which each man hasin his posseasion at the
time of his quitting the regiment from which he is
transferred.

The Colonels or Officers in the command of
Roysl Veteran Battalions, are required to make
an exprcial report to the Adjotant-General of avy
man who may arrive at their head-qusrters, for
the purpoto of being received into their battalions,
without the documents above directed.

The Officers commanding Veteran Battalions,
are restnicted from promoting noy Corporal or Pri-
vate Soldicr to the sitoation of Serjeant, uniesn
they +hail previously obtainy through the Adju-
tant-Genetal, the special aothority of the Com-
wander-in-Chief, whict is granted ouly in par-

.prepared for hiy recrgtion three or four weeks
. since, 5o that, excepting- 8l Court, th: circum-
stance was attended with no inconvenicuce. He
did pot sisit the Emj-eror of Aostria vatil jester-
dag, wheo he was, of course, maost graciously re.
ceivad,  The French Amba<sador, Wiscount
Moatmorency, was prescent al the jnterview, and
after remrining ‘about hall an hour, the Emperor

Alexander returned to his hotel.

« During the whole of last week the Freach
Minister has been very active iu his negociations
with the Cabinet of Vienas.

« [t secms that the Duke of Wellington will
pot be here until the 24th or 25tb iastaut. After
bis arrival, there will be a grand rohcarsal here of
whatis to lake ptace st Verona.

« Since tho late disast=rs of the Greeks, (re-
garding which, there scems to be no longer any
doubt,) there has beeon no further speculation re-
specting the arrival of Deputies to represent their
caso to Congress.
