Sir—You will have probably heard of the ar-
vest of a British merehant, Mr. Jobn Bowriog, of
London, whbo was stopped bere, when ou the
point of ewmbarking for Eugland, oo Sunday last,
nod incarcerated in the pudblicprison of this town
yesterday, whence he was to-day transferred o
that of Boulogne, under an escort of genderme-
xie, and io a vebicle which bs was himself forced
to hire.

[ sbould now consider mysell wantiog, both
jo patriotism and friendship, it 1 did not imme-
diately transmit the accompanying copies of two
Jetters, to which this event bas giren rise; and
I have no doubt that, whatever shades of differ.
ence there may be in tbe political opinions of
those concerned, and yousself, this sobject of the
detention will excite yoor prompt attention.

Altboogh I do not entertain s doubt, bot that
bis Majesty’s Ministers will vindicate the national
heoour thos violated, in the person of an English-
mao ; yet, I couli oot help regardiog the circom-
stance, 2¢ ene of those, which cannot recelre too
much pubilcity—and 1 am sure it is oot at a time,
when scaicely a day is suffered to pass witboot
articles tho most insalting being sent forth, vot
ooly agsinst yoar poblication, but the Doke of
Wallington, and [ msy sdd, the natioo at lerge,
by the orgsus of those, who sre indebted to the
blood and treasure of England for tbeir politicsi,
pethaps physical, existence! It is not sarely at
such a time, that you will be disposed to treat my
proscat spplication lightly.

Calais, Oct. §, i829.

Sin—~1T bave to entreat your Excelleney’s im-
mediate interference on my behalf, in s case io
which the rights of hospitality, and the protection
of my passport indorsed by yoo, bare been gross.
ly aod illrgslly violated.

I visited Paris for my commercial concerns, and
Yeft it by the diligence on Tharsdsy last.  On oy
arrival tere, [ obtained the indorrement of my pase-
port, and license for embarkation. When [ reached
the pier, | was arrested by the Agents of Police, &
‘tonduocted with my bayage to the Mairle, where |

-was toldthatan orderfrom Government had arrived

for the examivation of all my papers. | requested
the atiendance of the British Consul, which »was
gl’lntrdi my tronk was oprnrd, my papers were
all read and examined, and 15 sealed letters, with
"two sealed packety, one of them from the Por-
tugose Ambaisador st Paris to the Portoguese
Ministar ot lLoodon, beariog the arms of Por-
togsl, snd delivered into my own hands by M.
U'Oliveria, were forcibly taken from me.

1 beg leare to premise that, of the contents of
all or aay of theso letters or packets, [ am wholly
igaorani~u fact, which I offered to depose upon
oath. Notwithwtanding (his, @y pasmport was
taken from me, and alter & detention of two days,
] have becn delivered orer to the gendarmerie to
be conducted to Beslogne, and delivered op to
the Procureur du Roi, without any legal pracecd-
ing agasinst me, withoot the knowledge of any
one circomstaoce to justify an act so arbitrary and
80 atrocious.

1 bave wow to put myself voder your powerfol
protection, and to solicit your instantinterference
10 rescue my pervon from Imprisonment, and to
uphold the important character of that Natlon you
represent, whose cilizeus bare o longer any pro-
teclion from the laws. 1 have also to entreat
that you will consolt with tbe Minister of his
Faitbfal Majrsty, as to the means of vindicaling
those diplomatic privileges which havebeea so wan-
tonly violated in his person, by tho scizore of his
official correspondence.

I have protested against acts which make yoaor
signature of no avail for the protection of Britieh
subjects ; and thoogh I know of na ground for the
apprrhension that any part of the correspondence
which was chirusted te me hears a political cha-
racter, | have protested alvo against the horrible
principle, that tbe bearer of a sealed jetter, whose
contents are vokaown to him, can be made re-
sponsible for those contents. I submitall this to
your Exceilency’s consideration. -- My commercial
affairs are dreadfully sufferiog from this violeut
deteotion ; it is impossible to calculate the conse-
guraocen, | venture, therefore, to hope, that your
Excellency will take tnvtant and effective mensures
for my relcase, aud referring to the repost of the
British Consol.
