say thatbe bad held the seo o} Limefick only
t'vo years, 80 that, in overlooking & siugle case,
he could not be charged with a great dogree of
negligence, considering the shorlnéT of the pe-
riod. And Lo was sure that the dislingnished
porson attuded to had every dispasition to refsrm
the church, and secure ap sdaquate remuveration
to that respectable body, the curates of [reland.
With respect to the other curate jalluded to, he
wasone of those appointed by lay impropriators,
who were mostly chargeable with' allowing ina-
dequate remuperation.  Jt was his {nteation to
propose an amendment, which should embrace
alt the information wkich was neceseary fo enable
tbe .louso to judge most heenrntely of tho real
state’dfthe church of lreland.  Ir would-he idle
to attempt to wrap the coanduct of tha church, or
“iis gffairs, in any species of myatery. Haar, bear.
He was noxions, on the eantrary, to sifurd every
informalion ; the more accurato and extensive it
was, the mare would it add to the confienco ol
those whe wished well to the establishment, and
ilie more would it tend to correct the apinions ol
those who indulged an idle habit of abusing the
church, and Ginding fault with every thing con-
nected witlh ils administration. "T'here was oae
paragraph in the motion of his Right flonvurable
Friend to which he should effer hir opposition.
When bis Right Honourable Friead proposed,
as one of theobjects of bis address, the propiiety
of suspending the appuintment to any digity! or
benefiec which might becume vacant, be proposed
what it was competent to the crowa to do, but
when he required that the rebuililing or repairing
of catbedrsls should he paid out ot the revenues
of the church, he required what the crown hail
1ol tbe power to do, for, as he conceivad, th
statute of Henry the Eighth wasdecidedly agninst
it. He(Lord F. L. Gower) would move tor the
sppointiment of a comrmission (and he wonll
rather that the commission should extend beyond
the Privy Council) to inquire into the siate ol
arochisl benetices ani digaities, into the number
ond value of the uoinns, nnd geveraily into the
state of thé church establishment in Iteland.

Mr MOORE +oid he would rather that the |

notion of the Honourable Buronet should be mel
hy the previous question than by ah amendment in-
gralted, asil were, op a proposition which brough!
such heavy cbarges agaiost tho l/ish Chureh. —
lle agreed perfectly with the Noble Leorl, that
those who respected the Churck Establishmoent
had nothiog to fear from an inquiry iato its real
state an¢ condition, becsuso the resalt must be
favourable to its character,  ‘I'be- Right [{on.
‘Baronet had travelled bock into remote periods,
which Le bad described with justice; Lul ke wouil
ask if there were not, in the state ol [relund itself
at those poriods, a wultitude of aitferent abstacley,
and if thore was nct a stiiking contrast between
the condact of Church Ministers then and now ?
He did not assume to himself to be the alvocate
of the lrish Charch —that task ho wirhed to see
in abler hands—but be would presume as a wit-
ness whose testimony extended over a pericd of
27 years, tobear evidence to the improvemeats
which had taken place, and he wonld take upon
bimsolf to say that thero was ot a Church in the
world whose ministors were more distinguished
for learning, piety, charity, zeal, and davotior,
than the Church of Ireland. Hear. ‘The Right
Honourable Baronet bad noticed one parish in
1reland 1o which an alarming decrouse of Proless
mntsrimd taken place, buthe bad argucd rashly
in concluding that the same way the caso in ol
the parishes. The fact was directly the revorse.
Protestantism was advancing generally throush.
out the country, however it might bo suppo-ed to
suffer inany particular place. Allusion had been
made 10 the great disproportivo of tha Protes.
tants to the Roman Catholics of lreJand,  This
statement, however, was not horne out by the
fact. The ceosus, taken in J324, brought ihe
numbers nearer ta an spproximation than any
preceding one, for it appesred by it that there
wore 2,000,000 Protestants and 5,000,000 Catbo-
lics. He shonld show, slso, in anvwer to the
Right Honourable Baronet, that the number .of
untons had pot been iveressed in lreland.—
Hear. le assured the louse that tere
was not only the power, Lut a strong dispo-
sition in the hents of the Irish Churceh, to reform
the Church in all respests; and within the Iast
20 years this Jiaposition had been largely carriad
into effect, Within that lirde no less than 132
henefices had baen created by the ditsolution of
vnions alone.  ‘The total nnmbir of beneticed
clergymen 20 years ago was 600, now it was 1200,
“The determination uf tlie bivhops nat to grant any
more unions of pluralitics would tend turther to
increase tlie number of elergymea,  With re.
spect to making provision.far deoserving curates,
tho subject bad not been lost sight of in the Irish
church. The Bishop ot Ferns, to whom allu-i-n
hal beer. already made, since his prometion to
his present see, had prowoed 1.3 curatesto livings
of tha valuo of £150 a year, of wbom ha bali
koown nothing previously.  Ha (Mr Moore)
shoun!d therefore support the muotion of the Hon
Mamber tor Oxford (Sir R. lInglis), because he
thought the husiness of retorm in the lrish church
