the building of it ; and it wnauld never have heen
erocted ball not the Rev. Dr. Bell, whko at that
tirme resided in this town, in conjupnction with
twa or three other gen lemen, pledged themselves
solemnly, in the sacred edifice in which they were
then assembled, that for twenly years it shoulld
nol cost the Parish a single farihing.

However, though the entiro meeting assented
to Mc¢ Kearney's remark, this item passed,

On £22 15 being proposed and seconded for
