DISTRESS IN TRELAND—THE CHURCH.
Mr. WYSE preseuted u petition from the la-
bourers of the town and uneiwhpourhood of Tip-
perary, praying for such legislative relief for their
actunl distress as the Houase might judge fit. The
petition was, he was sorry to say, most numerously
signed, but was at the same time couched in lan-
guage the most temperate, and evinced a credit-
able instance of that forbearance which charae-
terised the Irish peasant in the midst of all priva-
tions. The petitioners grounded their complaint
on the total want of employment for six months in
the vear, the high rent of land, and the weight of
local taxation. Each of ‘those three causes as
more than adequate to produce the misery under
which they laboured ; unfortunately, they were
usually combined eveu in the most fertile portions
of the island—the extreme coast of Connaught
and Munster exhibited an excess of wretchedness
unparalleled even in the most degraded parts of
continental Europe ; but from this taint scarcely
any one portion of the country was totally exempt-
ed. Few counties in Ireland could boast of a larger
share of natural advantages than the county which
he had the hounor of representing ; the exuberance
of her soil was, even in Ireland, proverbial—yet
the common curse of pauperism seemed to weigh
there, as elsewhere, uncorrected by the bounties
of nature, or the anxious efforts of her patient
and energetic population. .(‘Hear, hear.) In the
town of Tipperary there was formerly a small but
thriving manufactyre of woollens, which, from the
rapid superiority to which the same manufacture
attained in another country, was totally extinquish-
ed. It supported a very considerable portion of
the industrious classes, who are now, as in so
many instances in Ireland, thrown exclusively on
the land. The cempetition for land has so aug-
mented its rent, that in the neighbourhood ol
Tipperary, the petitioners complain that they pay
no less than twelve or thirteen pounds per acre.
To this, add the burthens of local taxation, county
or grand jury cesses, church rates, &c., and you
leave scarcely sufficient for the mere sustenance of
the lowest state of animnal existence to the wretch-
ed peasant. - (  Hear, hear. ) The petitioners
state that even these sacrifices they willingly would
submit to, were they convinced that from such
contributions, wrung from their hard earningy,
any equivalent was returned by the couutry to the
cultivator ; but it is a vicious circle throughout.—
Great distress produces proportionate discoutent—
discontent requires a large mnss of physical force
to control it, and the support of this physical
force, necessary to all governmeants, draws still
deeper upon the energies and gains of the peasant
——augments his distress, and will continue to aug-
‘ment it; until at last it shall swell beyond all
“bounds, and defy every check which mere coercion
can attempt to raise against it. Now, that Ireland
has been rapidly advancing to this state of things,
appalling to every eye which looks beyond the
mere circle of the present, is sufficiently notorious.
'The only question is, what wncans are still in the
hauds of the legislature to stay the giant evil in

In one dis-
trict of that county they paid 20s. peracre, when
they did not pay so much for rent, whilst in other
districts of the same county they only paid a few
shillings. 'The whole system of grand jury pre-
sentmeuts required alteration and reform.  As the
law now stood the grand juries were bound to pre-
sent large sums of money, and it was mandutory
on them to do so, although in many cases they did
not wish to mmake such presentments, as not being
of the least benefit to the people from whom the
mouey was to be taken. The Hon., Baronet im-
plored the Miunisters to take Ireland into thelr
most serious consideration, and do something to
alleviate the distresses of the people, who were
well worthy of any thing that conld be duone for
them. He felt an honest pride, as an Irishman,
and as the independent representative of his re-
spectable constituents, to coutrasy the conduct of
the lower orders of the people of Ireland, with
that of some of the counties in England at this
moment.
