The following particulars have been brought by
the London Papers of Monday evening, which ar-
rived last night at the Chronicle office :

Dutch Papers have reached us this morning to
the 27th iust. 'The announcement of the armis-
tice on the side of Holland, as tle result of the
mediation of the leading powers, 13 a gratifying
circumstance, It is scarcely less so to learn that our
anticipations of exaggeration in the reported move-
ments of Prussian troops are in a great degree
correct. The following are extracts :—

Toe Hacug, Nov. 25.—The Staats Courant of
todny containg the following article :—

“ In consequence of n conference held st Ion-
don on the 17th inst., between the plenipotentia-
ries of England, France, the Netherlands, Austria,
Russia, and Prussia, and of the represcntations
made in consequence to the King, his Majesty has
thought fit to have orders given tothe Commanders
of his forces by sea and lund fo suspend oll offen-
sire operations.

“ We understand that this second conference
led to a second protocol of the Ambassadors of the
five great powers assembled at London, by which
it is determined that an armistice, for the time (it
is said) of three months, shall take place between!
Holland and Belgium, to commence on Sunday the
21st inst.  With respect to the remaining con- |

1

tents of the protocol, the nccounts are so different

that wegde not think it advisable to say anything
niore for the present. It seems quite certain that
the Provisional Government of Delgium has also
given its assent to this armistice.

*t His Majesty, considering the great disadvantages
that might ensue from the free navigation with
ships and vessels to and from the parts of the king-
dom which are in a state of insurrection, has, by
a decrce of the 20th inst., prohibited all convey-
anee of merchandize to and from the parts of the
kingdem in a state of insurrection.”

Bois L Dvc, Nov. 23.—It seems that in the
beginning of November the commanders of the
Prussian troops on the frontiers of the Netherlands
received orders maost carefully to avoid all ren-
contres with the Belgian insurgents.

Letters from that frontier, not far from Maes-
tricht, dated November 20, oontain the following
particulars : —

The journals of Liege amuse their readers with
accounts from Aix-la-Chapelle, which announce
that the Prussian troops had marched from that
city with all. speed for the interior of the kingdom,
on account of the disturbances said to have taken
place at Berlin. Nothing of all this is known at
Aix-la-Chapelle. Some troops have left that place,
but only two companies, which are gone to Juliers, .
n order to lessen the burden of quartering the
soldiers at Aix-la-Chapelle, where, however, there
remains a garrison of 1500 men. Meantime the
infantry of the three Prussian corps in the Rhenish
provinees may be estimated at 73,000 men ; and
this force may be doubled in a few days by ealling
out the organised and disciplined Landwebr —
Juliers, Cologne, and Coblentz, are in a good
state of defence, and provisioned for six mounths,

The fortitications continne to be strengthened.
The troops, of which the cavalry and artillery are
particularly fine, are daily exereised. The French |
themselves, of which there are great numbers in g
the Rhenish Provinces, eannot refuse to acknnw-
ledge that those troops may be placed on a par with
the best that Napcleon ever commanded. The sol-
diers are animated by the best spirit, and it may
be aflirmed that the inhabitants of the Rhenish
provineces are well disposed,
