On Tharsday last, Mr. Rippon brovght forward
bis motion for relleviog the biersrchy from the

bortben of eivil legislation. It was negatived by

a large majority, as is almost every motion of great
importance upun Its frst Introdsetion, but we find
that even already there are 58 members who ave the ne-
crasily of disuniting tbe ¢ivil from the ecclesiastical du-
ties. Mr. Rippon declared ihat bhe broughl forward bis
motion perfectly free from the slightest linciure of re-
ligivus feeling, and solely on the grounds of sirengihen-
ing the Church of Bpgland, by removing the principa)
causes of discontent against its ministers. Every res-
sonable man must sckoowledge the justice of this view,
be will see that the Bishops, in their senatorial character,
bave never been able Lo coufer any advantage upon their
order, while their own worldly pride and irreclaimable
bigotry bave beeo the means of raising an outery, vot
oonly agairst themselves, but also against the varions ap-
pendages of their establishment.  Invarisbly hm"e their
voices been uplified 10 sanciion abuses, 10 reiardijvlice,
and to support intolerance; on no oceasion bave tbey
come forward to lend their aid to relieve the Lorthen
of the affileted, or to amist ihe subjeet nruggﬁc[ for
his rights; and the Reform Bill so lately passéd will
remain an imperishable mooument of their remorse-
less, . yet upavailing opposition 1o Lhe wis}ltu ol
the country.  Their individual bepefit nr jnjury
is not the guestion, howerer—ibe malter is simply
this, how far their exclusion from the house of Peers is
copsistent with sonund policy and would tend *> miunoo
prattical religion, and maintais jhe ivterests of lhaFonn-
try. There are some with whom it is an»rgumens that
the thureb, by forming a part in one of the three eltates,
'is looked up to with donble reverence by the nn’m&, and
that it cou)d not be removed from hat eleration wibout
a deterioration of its dignity.
