liberty, that they are surrounded with difficulties,
and bave to acbieve oumerous and important ob-
jects with very scanly powers—that * time and
confidence” ought 10 Be given them to enable them
to carry the bill, throogh which the Unirersitles
are to be opened to Dissenters, that they (the pe-
titioners) disavow§.nll communion of leeling with
\hose of the Dissenting body who oimn at the over-
ibrow of tht Church Esmblishment, or at the see
pnration of Church apd Stnte, mnd, In fact, that
they wish long lils tothe existipg governnent,
apd are satisbed to lenve io its hands, and to be
dealt with st its plensure, nll those gnestivns,
touching abuses and grieveoces which affect the
right or socinl conditlon of Dissenters.
