Bnt of a suiden, on the day before yeaterday, the qis-
order dereluped itself with 30 much impetnosity and
celerity, that in the first bwenty four hours two bundred
and forty three persons died 3 ann yesterday n larger
nuraber perished in the town and horpitals,

‘I'his sudiden appearnnce of the disorder, with the sur
prise and alarw it bas cansed in al minids, fiirpished a
means of spreading (as has happened in other countiies)
1he most absnrd yumours 5 and among 1hen, pwing o
fome circumstances; was the rnmonr that the water of the
public fountains bad been poisaned, »nld the friars of
several convents were accused of this atroeity.

The fury nfthe mob discharped itself first on the col-
lege nf Jesuils, in which they committed some assas.
sinations ; and when prevented from doing further
mischief there, ther attacked three olher convents ang
sacrificed some victims, ©1l] the municipal authorities
arrived, and pul an end o the disorder.

After some bours trangnillity was complctely re-
establisbed, and the distirler nf the public peace hny-
ing to-ay agnin atlempted similar excenses, they were
prevented and arrested, as appears from the last telegra-
phic dispatch received to-day, near dusk, at tbis roa) seat,
and of which a literal copy is suhjnined :—

* 1 forwmad to yonr Excellenty by royal order the
eaact acconnt of the facts such ns they huve happened,
that your Exeellency may contribute by whatever means
arein your power to prevent Lhem being disfigured or
exageerated by party spirit or private views and interest.
