The present board of managemeat in London b
cowposed of twenty individuals of the first rate respects-
bility—men of great iotearity and property—some of the
wost extensive werchunts and bankers in the British me
tropolis. They have agreed to form this bank, with a capi*
1al uf ooe milliun, to be snbscribed o 20,000 shares at
each. So 3000 &3 the 20,000 shinves are subscribed for,
ibe board of management in Londas propose to the frish
public—ifin any lown where Lthe inbanijants wish to estab-
lishja branch, they create a fund of £51,000, or £100,L00,
