DEATH OF MR. BLACKWOULD,
(7R0M BLACKWOOD'S NMADAZINE) ].

It is expected, we Lope withous Pf”“‘_'n}“h'“,
tbnt the bahitual readers of this hagazine \73]1
bear with regret that he to whom It owed its
pame and existepce, and who for seventern years
superintended all Jts copeerns with industiinus zeal,
is no more nmongst ns.  Mr. William Blackwood
died at his honse in Ainslie-place, E:linburgh, on
Tuesdny, the 16th of September, at 81X o’clock, a.
» ,1a the fifty.eightb year of his nge. His disenase
bad been from the Brst pronounced locurable by
bis physicians. Four months of snﬁ'erin.g,in part
intense, exbausted by slow degreessll his physical
energiss, but eft his temper calin and norufiled,
and bls iptellect entire apd vigorons even to the
last. Hehadibos what no gond manp will ronsi
der as o slight privilege—that of conlernplating
the approach of denth with the clearness and full
strength of bis micnd and faculties, and of instract-
ing those arovnd him by his solemp precept and
memorable exnmple, by what means alone, Loma-
pity, ronscions of its own [railly, cap snslain that
prospect with bLumble serenity.

Mr. Blacrkwood, though Lis respectable parents
wers Jn B puch humbler station of life 1thap that
which lie nltimntely occupied, had rereived an ex-
cellent early edneation ; nnd 1t was his boylsh de-
voilon to Jiterature which determioed them In the
vhoice of his ealling.  He »erved hia Apprentice
ship mith the well-koown houze of Bell and Brad-
fute; nod before he quilled their roof, hnd so
largely stored his mind with reading of all sorts,
Lut wore edpeeially Seottish History and Antigul-
ties, that on eatebliabing himsell in baajuess,
his recomplishménts sopn  attracted ke potice
of prrsond whose good opinivn was distinrti-
on, F.r mavy jears he rvenfioed bhis niten-
tiop nlmost exclosively to the classicn]l and abp-
tiquatian branches of the trade, apd wasregnrded
as one of the Lest informed bosksellers of 1hal
class in the kingdom ; but on removing from the
01d to the New Town of 12dinburgh, in 1818, he
disposeil of his atork, sod thenreforth spplied bim-
self, with characteristic nrilour, to geperal Btera-
twre, nod the business of a popnlar publisher. —
in April, 1817, be put furih the first pomber of
this Journsl—the most I'mporinnt [feature of his
professionn]l career.  1le had long before contem-
plated the possibllity of onre more raislog maga-
zine literature to n rank 1ot altogether uoworihy
of the grent names whirh had been enlisted in its
service in a prereding nge ; it waz no sudiden or
fortuitous snggestion  which prompted bhim to
take wvp the epierprise, in which e wns af-
tersards so  pre-emipently successful aAs o
rommand masny honourabls Iimiiators. From
an enrly perivd for its progress, his Magazine en-
grossed a very large share of hils time; and
thoughb Le scarcely ever wroto for ts pnges him-
se}f, the penernl mapagement and arrapgemeny
of it, with the very extensive lilerary correspon-
dence whirh this involved, and the constnnt su-
perintendence of the Press, would hsve been more
than enongh to occupy entirely aoy man but ope
of first-rate energles.

No man ever conducted buslness of sll sorts in
a more direct and manly manner. His oplplon
was oh All occasions distinetly expressed—his
guestions were ever explicit—his answ>rs contlo-
sive. His slncerity might somelimes be consider.
sd ns rough, but no human being ever nccused
bim either of Battering or shoffling; and those
inen of letders who were in frequent commubica-
tion with bim, soon concelved a respoct and con-
Bdence for him, which, savein » very few lnstances,
ripencd into cordial regard sad friendshlp. The
massuline steadin ess, and imperturbable resolution
of Lis charncter, were impressed on all his praceed-
ings ; and it will be-allowed by those who watch-
ed bim throogh his career, as tl.e pullisher of »
literary and politicn) miseellany, that these gaali-
ties were more than once very severely tested.—
Ha dealt by parties exacily as he did by individu-

als. Whether his priociples wera right or wrong,
they were his, and he pever compromised or com-
plimented away oue Uitle of them. No changes,
either of inen or of measures, ever dimmed Lis eye
or checked his coorage.

To youthful merlt be was n ready and » gener-
pus friend ; and to literary porsons of good mnral
character, when involved in pecuniary distress,
be deligh ed to ertend a bountiful band, He was
in nll respects 8 man of lurge aod liberal Leant
and temper.

During somme of the best years of his life, he
found time In the inidst of bis nwn pressing busi-
ness, Lo take rather a prominent part Jn the affairs
of the city of Edinburgh ss » magistrate ; and
now that he 1s no more, it will be ndmitited, » e
doubt not, by those who most tlosely observid
and most constantly opposed himn Io this capacity ;
1hat he exblbited on sll occasions perfect fairnes.
of porpode, and often, Io the conduet of debate,
_apd the management of leas vigorons minds, avery
rare degree of 1act and sagacity. His complete
personnl exemptlon from the slightest susplcivn
of jobbing or manenrring was acknonledged un all

that in Willinm Blackwood they have Jost s great

ani very extraordinary copacily.
