Counsel appeared on both
sides, and the widow ofjthe deceased was also present,
Several chests aud boxzes, containing the property al-
leged to have been stolen, were produced by the officers.
The late Mr. Coclirane, ‘it appeared, lived bppily with
his wife until he met the prisoner at Guodwood rages,
from which time he cohabited with the latter. He was
possessed of a large fortaue, and oa the death of his mo-
ther he alsu came 1R1o pbssession of an immease stock of”
valuable jewels which he conveyed to Pescival-street,
Clerkenwell, where he bad taken up his residence with
the prisoner, as man aad wife. At the time of his death
the jewels, money, &c.,!to the amount above siated,
were 10 the house in Percival-street, a!l of which it was
alleged the prisoncr had fr1audulently taken possessionol.
Mrs. Cochrane came to town, and means were adopted o
take out letters of administration on her behalf’; but this
proceeding was opposed by the prisoner, by her putting
wn a paper which she propouaded as the will of the de-
ceased, by which the bulk of his property was left to «
child, which was described as the child of "the late Mr.
Peter Cochraue, by Mary Anne Middleton, the prisoaer.
The prisoper, however, after making oath that she wus
the mother of the child,'and that the deceased was ths
father, subsequently put' in another allegation, stating
that she acted upon misinformation, and that the ¢hild
was neither her's, not the late ‘Mr. Cochraue’s. Thas
Ecclesiastical Court, of course, upon this denial cousented
to the letters of administration on bebalf of the widow.
The prisoner, on being called upon to give an account af
the property, replied that a large portion was left ta her
by the deceased, but no mention was made of the jewels.
She also stated that the money left amounted ta no maove
than £50. Mrs. Elizabeth Cochiane, however, deposed,
that at the time of ber husband's decease the.e was i
the house in Percival-street, besides the jewels, 13
watches, a bank note for £1,000, and three others for
£100 each. In her cross-examination she said she had
a small allowance by way of alimony from the Ecclesias-
tical Court, in consequence of her taking proceedings
against her husband for the restitution of cunjugal rights,
and for a maintenance. [ Mr. Cochrane was in his 25th
vear whea he died. Mary Baxter, a widow, who worx -
ed for Mr. Cochrane when living in-Percival-street, also
stated that the deceased kept a carriaZe for the prisoaer,
and the day after his decease she called upon witness, and
they proceeded to a house in Stamford-stree?, to whieh
the prisoner shortly after removed, and had the property
conveyed thither. Witness saw 8 number of jewels,
which the prisoaer told her she had brought away from
Percival-strect to conceal, as the property by right be-
longed toher. A silver tea-service was also brought to
Stamford-street by a man named Wood, but be took it
away again at the piisoner’s desire, the prisoner on that
occasion saying—'* Curse the thigs, [ wish [ had go-
thing to do with them ; they will transport me if they
are found.'” The investigation was adjourned, and tue
prisoner remanded untif a future day.

On Saturday Mary Ann Middleton was agzain placed
at the bar, and after the witness, Mary Baxter, had idexa-
tified a vasiety of articles which she had seen at the re-
sidence of the deceased, Mr. B.dkin, addressing Sitr F.
Roe, stated, that since the former examination some ¢ir-
cumstances had been communicated to him, which, he
had great reason to believe, would give a different com-
plexion to the transactian to what he had before expected.
He felt it to be his duty to give these facts every consi«
deration, and he therefore requested that the prisoner
might be again remanded for 8 few days, in order that
he might make the necessary inquiries, and communicate
with the parties interested.

Mr. Clarkson observed, that he had produced some
documents to Mr. Bodldn, which be was satisfied would
show the matterin an’entirely different point of view
with regard to the acts of the deceased. He was sure
the course which had been adopted by the solicitor for
the prosecution was a mistaken one.

Sir F. Roe said he had no objection to pustpoac the
further investigation, and the prisoner was remanded.

The following is a copy of one of the documents &l-
luded to, which was handed to the magistrate. The ori-
glnal, which is believed to be in the band-writing of the
deceased, was found among the writiugs of Mr. Coch .
rane, and bore date nine daye before his death, but was
not directed to any one :

«“ Dgar S1a—With regard to wy will, I have made
up my mind to give £300 a-year to my wife, and the rest
of my property to Marv, Anne Middleton and Mary Anne
Goff. | wish to advise with you on the subject.

““ Yours faithfully, )
| «“ PETeR COCHRANE.”

It would appear that the answer which was sent inte
the bill in Chancery was transmitted in a great hurry,
the prisoner being at the time actually in custody for aa
alledged contempt of court, in neglecting to send in her .
answer at the proper time. Every article, hawerver, it was
stated, was enumerated, in it which remained in prison.
er's possession in Percival-street, or at Kingston, sad &
distinguishing mark was placed opposite to each which
was claimed by the prisbner. In her answer, however,
she objected tu give any description of properiy which
she had not in Lier possession at that time, as she was
called upon to do. [t was not unti! afterwards that she
engaged her present soficitor, Mr. Reeve, (of the firm of
Bowuen and Reeve, of Aldermanbury), and under hisad-
vice, she declined, at that time, to give up any of the
property which she then had removed, until claimed by
some person legally appointed. Subsequently, bowever,
she expressed great anxiety to that gentleman that the
