EXECUTION OF ALIBEAGD.
(PROM THER COURIER CORREIPONDENT.)
: T, Pagig, July 11.

I have just returned from the harréwing spectacle of
the decapitation of this great ciiminal, who met his
death with all the coolness, or rather carelessness, which
aright have been expected from his whole deweasoar
sioce the moment of his arrest. Haviog been made ac-
quainted, late last night, with the fact that the awful
ceremany was fixed for this moraing at a very early
bour, and being rather curious to see and judge
for mysell whether the atter indifference to death |
which  he professed during  his trial wouald
accompany Lim to the scaffold, [ reached the ‘spot,
or rather the vicinity of the place appointed for the exe-
cution by four o'clock ; but even thas early, everv avenue
leadiog immediately to the Barrier St. Jacques (oo which '
the fatal engine had been erected at midnight) was |
occupied by troops, who had received orders to’
prevent all ac.ess on the part of the populace.—
About five o'clock, the arrival of a bady of mounted ;
municipal guards, proceeding from the direction of the |
prison, gave golice that the culprit was at hand, and im
mediately altetwards the vehicle appeared in which was |
Alibeaund, a priest, and the executioner. Oa his descead- !
ing, it was perceived that the {orms of the sentence were |
literully betag carried into effect. The head of the
convict was covered with u large black veil, aad he was ;
led barefooted to the foot of the scaffold. Then a delay |
of afew seconds took place, the clergyman retired, and
Alibeaud mounted the steps ¢f the guillotine. The
officer, in an audible voice, here read the terms of the !
condemnation, aflter which the veil was instantlc with-
diawn from his face by one of the executioners. He was
deadly pale, but, with this exception, his features bre’
no tsajt whatsoever of appreheasion—orexpression of any -
kind, which might have been expected, even in the most
courageous, in so awfal a situation. He looked towards f
the few persons assembled, and the most perfect silence |
pievailed, seeming!y in theexpectation that he intended to .
address them. He merely, however, said, Adiex, mes
breves. Then resigning himsee!l with the most perfect
sang froid to the hands of the executioners' assistants, -
he was placed upon the plank with his head beneath the
fatal axe. Here he once more cailed out, in an andible
voice, Adiex mes braves, wnd the words were scarcely
finished wheo the machioe fell, and he was no more. {

While the assistants of the scaffold were preparing him
for the block, he said a few words to them, which .
were inaudible except to those imrnediately asound:
him | they were *“ [ die a Republican. The Peers sho,
coademned me were base aud cowardly.” In & few
mioutes people, military, and scaffold, ali - had disap~
peared, and the Barrier St. Jacques resumed its usual
aspect. C.

COUNTY WATERFORD GRAND JURY.

The County Grand Jury re-assembled at an early hour on
Saturday.  The room was densely thronged by the parties
interested in the variaus applications.  Une of the frst mat-
ters that came under constderation was the Gaoler's salary,
to whicli the Board of Superintendeuce called the attention
of the Grand Jury, deeming it too luw. It appeared to be
the feeling of the Grand Jury that the salary hitherto voted
(#1201 was entirely inadequate remuneration fo: the proper
discharge of the duties of the office, and it was stated that it
was less than the Governar of anv other County Prison in
[reland receives. No final det-rmination was comne to, the
Grand Jury directing infurmation to be procur:d as to the
salaries voted in the otiber countics, before they fixed the
new salarv.

Tlie attention of the Grand Jury was called toa represen-
tation of Major Woodward, Inspector-General of Prisons,
“as to the deticiency of the Guaol for the adoption of a systex

of classification, and for other requisite improvemnents ia
cgal discipline.  Tie Board of Superintendance sent in an
cstimate from Mr. Tercnce O°Reily, Architect, calculating
tiiat the making of the alteratious to give means for the
sdaption of the improved system would amount to ¥71,600.

The Grand Jury proceeded to the very important question
of the removal of the County Assizes from Waterford to
Dungarvan.  Sir Richard Keane after pointing out the in-
convenience to which the western portion of the county was
put in having to come down to Waterford periadically, con-
cluded by moving that a memerial be forwarded to the Lord
Lieutenant, praving his Excellency to take the necessary steps
for the removal of the Assizes from Dungarvan under the pro-
vision of the Assizes Remorval Bill.
