SCUTT, ON THE STATE OF IRELAND.

The fotlowing frank and cotrial epistle (which first
sces the light 1o the [uverness Courter) exhibits Sir Wal-
tor Scott in his private undress among his family and
fricnds.  Great as he was in the wide world of letters,
wiclding the potent waod of the magician, whose spells
