The project of the Tories, to propose small measures
for (he rewedy of grievances, is but an application of the
principle of [Homwopathy to the body politic.

Tle Homeeopathic maxim is similia similibus curanfur,
or that ducases are cured vy small doses of the medi-
cines which produce the same morbid eymptons in &
healthy patient. The Germau physician, {{ahnemann,
came o this coaclusiva, after baving made &lil the
healtny people he could dose with Lark as feverish as
"malaria could make them. Thus, too, the Tories, after
‘haviaog produced discase in a healthy nation by their fa-
‘vourite epecifies, stecl and henbane, hold that Toryism
.in small doses is the cure for the evils which Toryism
has produced in robustsabjecta.

The first discoverer of the Homaopathic principle,
similia stmilibus curanfer, was not Hahpnemwnn nor
Paracsisus, but a sage whose fame bas bean cherished
in our nurseries, aad recorded in these familiarlines :—

“ There was a man of Thessaly, and he was wondrous

wise,

He jumped into a quick -set hedge, and scratched out
both his eyes ;

Aud when he saw hie eyes were oat with bitter griel
and pain.

He juuped ioto another hedge to scratch them io
agawa."”’

This was Homeopathy ; the wondrously wise mau
of Thessaly, having found that a quick-set hedge
scratched out his eyes, saw clearly that by aaother quick-
set hedge oaty his eyes could berestored.  The legeud
dnes uut, however, tell us whether he took a small
dose of thorn. If John Bull would imitate this cele-
brated example there can be no doubt that he should
jump into the -uick-sct hedge of Toryism to scratch in
all that the quick-set hedge of Toryism has scratched
out bath of his head and his far more piecious part—
his pocket.

The Tory writers, who advocate political Home@opathy
without knowing it, obviously imagine that great abuses |
can be cured by smafl measures of abuse, which they |
mistake (or positive improvement, or, accordiag to the:r !

administering the millionth part of a grain of Reform.— |
This is ia the strictest conformity with the doctrine of |

and that eficiency belongs to the smallest conccivable
division ot dilution of ‘it. When they created the grie-
vances now to be corrected, they dealtin giant measures
of abuse ; but to purge away the evil they would pro
pose the smallest fraction of the smallest particie. Hav-
ing laid on in mountains, they would take off by the
grain—nay, the millionth of a grain. As the disciples
of Hahnemann require no medicine-chest larger thano a,
cherry-stone, and would make an Apothecaries Half of '
a walnat-shell, so the Lories of the sume creed, similia
similibus curanfur, and of the same faith, in infinutely’
small remedial applications.
