The
defeat of Liberal candidates at East Surrey,
Traro, and Plymouth started thoe idea that these
qncidents wero ¢ the first drqp .of a thunder
shower,” and that all over the land Conservatism
wouyid triumph on - every hustings and at every
-poll. . Dover gave a check to thess anticipations,
‘and it was than scen that the previous disasters
‘were largely due to local causes and wrath of

licensed victuallers. The Opposition papers have
coased to talk of reaction, and have taken refoge
in obsolete sarcasms about disbanded Colonels
and dixabled ships, But another cause might
have changed the aspest of affairs, . Liberal-
dissentions might bave spread so far that the
numerical 'strength of the party would present a
source of danger rather than of power. There
wasa vaguo impression that mutiny was epreading
like a contageous dis.ass, and that Liberal after
Liberal ‘was setting up for himself. . When the
malady. came to 2 head, when the symptoms broke
