Ir another portion of our columpé will bo fonnd
o full report of a meeting ‘of the owners and
océupiers of lund‘of the connty, for the purpose
of promoting the project of establishiog a line of
Railway from Waterford fo Lismore throngh
Kilmacthomas and Dungarvan. The meeting
contained, besides many of our city gentlemen,
almost all the large landed proprietors in the
county,  Whether a8 regards the number or the
position of tho noblemen, the baronets and the
gontlemen present, we have never been ata more
influential meeting, and nothing could exceed the
unanimity which prevailed. As a preliminary
meeting it was completely successful, ahd the
resolutions were such s to render exception to
them impossible by eny impartial mind.
We believe now that‘ the matfer only re-
quires the sanction of the Grand Jury, which
will meet gext week, and o3 a msjorify of that
body were present and concurred in the objects
of the meeting, we apprehend po difficalty to
the project by the Grand Jurors, The billisa
most judicions ome, and, fortanately, every
possible species of city opposition was disarmed
by the assurance of the promoters that the
terminus should not block-up Mary-streef. We
now come to consider the advantages of the lines
Doubtless soms railways havo been projected and
turned out comparative failures, either from thei.
posiﬁon in respect to other lines, or from mise
management on the part of those concerned in
their construction. The Kilkenny Junction
Railway bas been cited as a proof of failure.
Now it must be borne in mind that it is placed
in a most unfortunate positivn, as Mr Delahunty
observed, between two powerful rival railways,
which are endeavouring by every meansin their
power to crash it and take away its traffic, Not-
withstanding - "this competition its receipts
we . understand, are about .£10 - a mile,
which is a very fair sum considering its position
Tho county Waterford line will have no such
difficulty to contend with. There can be no
possible competition betwesn it and any other
line.- On the coatrary they act as fecders to it.
It runs through fertile districts and will open up
o rich tract of country with this port. At pre-
sent cattlo can with diﬁ‘mlilty and only at con-
siderable expenso be brought into Waterford for
shipment, and those that do come are deteriorated
in value, as it i3 a well established fact that
travelling on foot injures animals, and reduoes
their condition. In fact the line will connect all
parts of the county with Ireland through the
other railways and directly with Eogland ‘and
Woales {hrough the eteamers. Thus Wa-
terford will  no  longer  suffer under
the reproach of being - isolafed, and its
resources will "be rapidly developed. 8o
very confident are we of the line paying
well that we have not the slightest apprehension
of the ratepayers heing ever called upon {o pay
a farthing of the guarantee. Itis in the hands
of gentlemen of experience and encrgy, who will
leave nothing undone to ensure its snccess.
Thess gentleraen are very fortunate in having
secured the services of Mr. K. Power, as their
faw agent. A botter man could mnot be found,
for ho combines thorough knowledge of this
species of business with indefatigable persever-
ance and well known integrity.

All were awnre that the presont
meeting was held for the purpose of endea-
vouring to get a line of railway made’
through their county, which he<he hoped
in common with them all—believed would .

‘Waterford. Their first and moat jmportant
duty was to fiad out how it should be done,
and the resolution he held in his band<-to
which he hoped they would all ‘agrée—
would, he thought, get ride of some of the
difficultfes in their path. The resolution
(which js printed verbatim in our advertising
columuns) was to the "effect that, considering
the benefits that would arige from the pro-
posed line of reilway, the preseat meeting
recommended tho county Grand Jury, to
approve ‘“ the guarantee of a dividend not
exgeeding £5 por.cent per annum on'the
share capital of "£280,000, for the limited
period of 22 years.” o
The Hon. Villiers Stuart said it afforded
him much pleasure to second the resolution.
Mr. Figher rose and said-—8ir, before the
resolution is put I wish to say a few words
in referonce thereto (hear, bear). I am a
ratepayer in one ‘of the baronies and I’
enrdislly approve of the proposed under-
taking, but it may be well to glance at the

reasons, which I ehall hersafter recite to you,
far showing that it ought to earn as much as
the average, But supposiog it will only earn
£10 per mile per week it would, as the
length is fifty miles, earn £500 per. week or
£26,000 a year; and if oune half went for.
‘working expenses you would have £18,000
a year to meet your guarantee of £14,000
(hear, hear). 8o that at this computation
the utmost the ratepayers would pay would
ba £1,000 a year, or one penny in the pound
(hear, hiear). Bat, sir, let us examine what
are the materials which econduce to railway,
traffic ! —they are the people who will travel,
the cattle that will be carried, and the goods, |
agricultural produce, that will be conveyed
